WHEREAS, th.e Sta.te ~f Wisconsin has struggled to improve the t tvss 
of its citizenS)/lth cl1sabllities and is committed to long-term support 
prog~a~s .to .enhance their lives by encouraging independence and 
partlClpat10n 10 their community; and 

WHEREAS, I'H sconsin's di sabl ed represent more than 11 percent of
 
the population and are the largest of the minorities. some of which are
 
in need of health and social services, housing, transportation,
 
education, employment and recreation; and 

WHEREAS. further progress should be made toward developing
 
priority issues for a "disabi"ty agenda for Wiscons'n" for the 19905;
 

WHEREAS, although Executive Order #1 (dated January 1. 1987) 
re-created the Governor's Committee for Peop1e with DisabIlities, the 
committee's structure and charge requires further action; 

NOW. THEREFORE, I. TOMMY G. THOMPSON, Governor of the State of 
I'ltscons in. by the -authority vested 1n me by the Constitution and the laws 
of thts State, and speclflcally by ~\sconsin Statute section 14.019. do 
hereby repeal Executive order 37 (dated December 2, 1983) and 

re-estab1ish:
 
THE GOVERNOR'S CQMMITIEE FOR PEOPLE WITH DISABILITIES
 

1. The Governor's Committee for People with Disabilities shall: 

a. advi se	 the Governor and state agencies on problems faced by 

people with	 d1sabilities; 
b. review legislation and advise the Governor about legislation 

affecting people wIth d1sabilitles; 

c. sugg t to the Governor and state agen.ci as ways t~ ~nhance the 
effectivees operattons of pubHcly .and pnv.atelY admlnlstered or 
supported programs serving people wlth dlsabllit\es; 

d. promote the goal of seH_sufflcienCy for people with 

di sabll I ti es ; 
e. promote the collection, dissemination an? incorporation ?ft i es 
adequate information about persons with dlsablli into pub11C 
planning at a11 levels of government; 



f. promote public awareness of needs and abilItIes of people w,th 
dlsab11iUes; 

g. encourage the effective Involvement of people w\th 
disabilities in government. 

The Commi ttee shall cons i st of not more than 20 members, appci nt ed 2. by the Governor to serve at his pleasure, selected from Hisconsin 
resIdents wIth dIsabilIties and others havIng a demonstrated 
I nteres tin the concerns of all dt sabi11ty qroups . A majority of 
members shall be people with d1sabllitles. Of the 20 members. the 
Gov'ernor shall appoint one membar from each of the fo11owing: (l ) 
Council on Blindness, (2) ccunctl for the Hearing Impaired, (3) 
Council for the Developmentally Disabled, (4) Council on Mental 
Health, (5) Citizens Council on Alcohol and Other Drug Abuse. 

3. All state agenc; es shall gIve full coope.ratlon and ass ts t ance to 
the	 Committee by: 

information on programs, policies. procedures,a. providing servl ces affectl ng the lives of people wi thpractl ces and
 
dl sabtl i ti es :
 

b. making recommendations to the Committee; 

c. attending meetings and provIding as s i stance as may be needed 
by the Committee; 

d. communicaUng concerns of the Conuntttee to their agencies; 

The Commi ttee sha11 be attached to the Department of Hea lth and 
4. SocIal Services for administrative and budget purposes.
