WHEREAS, an initilative 15 required to fully focus on proposed
legislation which may create unfunded mandates;

NOW, THEREFORE, I, TOMMY G. THOMPSON, Governor of the State of
Hisconsin, by the authority vested in me by the Constitution and the Taws
of this State, and specifically by Wisconsin Statute section 14.019, do
hereby repeal Executive Order #140 ang:

1. EstabVish the Governor's Advisory Council on Mandates.
2. Provide that the Council shall consist of the following members:-

a. The Secretary of the Department of Administration or his or
her designee, who shall serve as chairperson;

b. The Secretary of the Department of Heaith and Social Services
or his or her designee;

c. The president of the Hisconsin Counties Association;
d. The executive director of the Wisconsin Counties Association;

e. Four County Board members appointed by the Governor for 1-year
terms;

f. Five County Board members appointed by the Governor for 2-year
terms;

g. The Governor's Chief of Staff or his or her designee, who
shall serve as a non~voting member.

3. Direct that the Council:
