The plain language analysis should explain the applicable provisions of 2015 Wisconsin
Act 218, which is cited without description as the reason for the proposed rule.

5. Clarity, Grammar, Punctuation and Use of Plain Language

In both ss. Tax 2.85 (3) (c) 2. and 11.90 (3) (c) 2., the clause “if unable to obtain a signature

as provided in subd. 1.” should appear at the beginning of the sentence. Also, in both sentences,
the references to “sec.” should be revised to “s.”.
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
