1. Types of small businesses that will be affected by the rules. 

 

The requirements relating to the installation of manufactured homes impact businesses of 

all s izes.  The rules impact a variety of businesses, including small businesses, particularly 

those businesses that produce, sell, install or inspect manufactured homes. 

 

 

2. Reporting, bookkeeping and other procedures required for compliance with the rules. 

 

The installation of a manufactured home under the UDC program will necessi tate acquiring 

a permit and inspections.  In those portions of the state where administration and 

enforcement of the program is by the Department through contracts with independent 

inspection agencies, the Department anticipates the permit and inspection fees to be 

approximately $350 per installation.  The application for the permit may be made by the 

home owner or their designated agent which could be the installer, manufacturer, the 

dealer or some one else. 

 

 

3. Types of professional skills  necessary for compliance with the rules. 

 

Pursuant to federal law and 2005 Wisconsin Act 45, beginning on January 1, 2007 the 

installation of manufactured homes must occur under the supervis ion of licensed installers. 

 The renewal of an installer’s license will be contingent upon fulfilling continuing education 

obligations.  The code establishes technical standards that are to be adhered to when 

installing manufactured homes. 

 

 

4. Rules have a significant economic impact on small businesses.
