Analysis of the Rule - Rule Effect - Reason for the Rule

On January 14, 2002, U.S. EPA published National Drinking Water Regulations for Long-Term 1 Enhanced
Surface Water Treatment (LT1). These changes impact all public drinking water systems using surface
water or groundwater under the direct influence of surface water (GWUDI) and serve fewer than 10,0,00
people. In order to maintain primacy, Wisconsin must adopt all federal requirements under the Safe
Drinking Water Act (SWDA) or have requirements that are equal to or more stringent than the SDWA. The
proposed rule will also include revisions to correct minor errors in and updates to the following: the existing
interim enhanced surface water treatment rule; the stage 1 disinfection and disinfection byproducts rules;
the lead and copper rule; the drinking water public notification rule; the radionuclide rule; and updating
analytical methods. Additionally, language is to be clarified with regard to total coliform rule maximum
contaminant level determinations impacting systems collecting less than 40 samples per month.
