must be paid by October 1 at which date the certificates are issued,
or as soon thereafter as the amount due has been determined. No P
certificate will be issued until the full amount of the fee has been \ y
paid. In case the nursery fails to pass the inspection the minimum
fee filed with the application will not be refunded but no additional %
charges will be made.

Ag 21,10 Narcissus bulbs. Narcissus bulbs will be inspected twice,
first during the blossoming season, second in storage. If found free
from bulb flies and eelworms, certification will be made, but if an
infestation is discovered, disinfection will be required. The sale of
uncertified narcissus bulbs is prohibited.
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Ag 21.11 Dealers. Dealers who are not growers may secure certifi-
cates authorizing them to buy and sell inspected nursery stock by
filing an affidavit showing all sources from which their stock is
secured and upon the payment of a registration fee as provided by
statute. Agents must carry a copy of the certificate held by their
principal.

Ag 21,12 Prohibitions. Only sound healthy nursery stock stored or
displayed under conditions which will maintain its vigor shall be
offered for sale, Offering for sale of dead nursery stock or of stock so
seriously weakened by drying, excessive heat or cold, or any other
condition, that makes it unable to grow satisfactorily when given
freasonable care is deemed a violation under the meaning of section
794,60, Wis., Stats. Nursery stock not generally recognized as being
hardy in Wisconsin must have its relative hardiness indicated.

Ag 21.13 Interstate movement. No person shall transport into the
state of Wisconsin any nursery stock unless it has been inspected
by an official inspector and certified to be apparently free from
injurious insect pests and plant diseases, and unless each bundle,
bale, box or carload lot shall have attached to it a copy of a certificate
to that effect.

Ag 21,14 Inspection liability, (1) Whenever a common carrier shall
receive or any person import or transport into Wisconsin any nursery
stock without such a certificate attached, it shall be forwarded for
ingpection to the Department of Agriculture, State Capitol, Madison,
Wisconsin, at the expense of the owner, unless the owner shall direct
that it be destroyed or returned to the point of origin without
inspection.

(2) When such stock is received at Madison for inspection, any
infested or infected plants and any plants or matervial shipped in
violation of any Wisconsin law or regulation or order of the depart-
ment will be removed from the bundle or bhox and destroyed. Other
plants will be forwarded, charges collect, to destination.

Ag 21.15 Federal quarantines invoked. Federal plant quarantines
numbered 38, 5, 7, 18, 20, 24, 37, 38, 41, 43, 44, 45, 48, 53, 56, 57, 58,
59, 60, 62, 63, 65, and 68 established under the authority of the act
of Congress of August 20, 1912 (87th United States Statutes, at
Large, page 315), and amendments thereto, are necessary to prevent
the introduction of dangerous plant diseases or inseet infestations
into Wisconsin, and they are hereby so designated under the authority
of section 94.58 (2); Wis. Stats. Any article or material transported
into the state of Wisconsin in violation of these quarantines, or any
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regulations supplemental thereto, is subject to destruction or return to / NN
