WCD 21.01 Defining interstate boundary waters on Mississippi river. 
F~· the pur·1Jose o'f hook and line fishing in the M.ississ.ippi rivei· 
in erstate boundary waters, to apply to 1· sidents of Wisconsln and 
1\/ m·esident hook and lhte lishermcn property licensed under sections 
2 .09 and 29!1-4, Wis. Stats., all waters 'rom the Chicago, BurJington 
and Quincy railroad tracks on the east side of the Mississippi river 
and extending west from said railroad track to that part of the river 
which follows the channel markers as establis}l.ed by the United States 
war department, shall be <lefined as interstate boundary waters. 

WCD 21.02 Seasons; limits. There shall be maintained on the inter­
state boundary waters between the states of Wisconsin and Minnesota, 
which boundary waters are more particularly described and known as 
the Mississippi river and Lake Pepin lying west of the Chicago, 
Burlington and Quincy railroad tracks on the east side of the Missis­
sippi river, except in the city of La Crosse the secondary or switching 
tracks of the Chicago, Burlington and Quincy railroad shall be the 
boundary; Lake St. Croix, the St. Croix river from the Chicago, 
Burlington an<l Quincy railroad bridge at Prescott, as far in a north­
erly direction as the St. Croix river forms and acts as boundary 
waters between the states of Minnesota and Wisconsin, and in the St. 
Louis river including St. Louis Bay and Superior Bay from the north­
south Minnesota-Wisconsin boundary line downstream to an imaginary 
line drawn between the northwest bank of the Nemadji river where it 
forms a junction with Superior Bay and the northwest bank of Superior 
eT\try cl1a1mel where lt fonns a jtmction with Superior Bay, the fol­
l owing op n a11d closed seasons fol.· the taking q:f the various varieties 
and spedes of fish, bag limits, size limits possession Uruits and othei· 
,r gu Lation·s as set forllt her in. A closed seaso11 is established for 
ach variety a.nd sp cles of fish for the entll'e p riod or each yeal' 

exc pt the 01)(m season period embraced within the specified dates 
both i.ncliis.ive, and no persoi1 or p rsons shall take, captu1·c, kill or 
fish for such fish at any time other than the open season therefor, 
nor in excess of the number or quantity designated, nor under the 
minimum length designated for each fish. The measurement of length 
shall be taken in a straig·ht line from the tip of the snout to the ut­
most end of the tail fin. 
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
