Arrows used for hunting deer or bear shall have well-
sharpened metal broad-head blades not less than seven-eighths of an
inch in width, and not more than one and one-half inches in width.

(4) No person shall hunt deer or bear with a bow having a pull of
lesg than 30 pounds.

WCD 10.115 Deer hunting party permit. (1) The commission finds,
pursuant to s. 29,107, Wis. Stats., that the population of deer is such
that an additional harvest is reasonably necessary to manage the
deer herd properly in the state in balance with the available range
and natural food supply, and there shall be open seasons for deer
hunting by deer hunting parties, pursuant to s. 29.107, Wis, Stats., as
established in s. WCD 10.01 (8) (e).

(2) It shall be unlawful for any member of the deer hunting party
to hunt deer under the authority of such permit unless he is in pos-
session of the deer tag and permit and is wearing the arm band on
the sleeve of his outermost garment. The arm band shall be sur-
rendered to the officer at the time the hunting party permit deer is
presented for registration.

WCD 10,12 Migratory waterfowl, (1) PROHIBITED METHODS. (a) No
person shall hunt any wild ducks, geese, coot (mudhen), rails or
gallinules by shooting it or at it from any boat, canoe, raft, blind,
contrivance or device in open water except as otherwise provided in
this section, or from any boat or craft other than such as are pro-
pelled by paddle, oars or pole, or with the use of any decoys beyond
200 feet from the blind or covering in which the hunter is located, or
leave any decoys in the water unattended, or hunt any game bird with
the use of a rifle.

(b} No person shall shoot or shoot at migratory waterfowl from
any pier, dam, dock, or similar structure.

(¢) No person shall take waterfowl or coot by means, aid or use of
cattle, horses or mules.

(d) No person shall use in any manner any airplane, power boat,
sailboat, or other floating craft or device for the purpose of concen-
trating, driving, rallying or stirring up migratory waterfowl and coot.
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(e) It shall be unlawful for any person to use in any manner any
sink boat or similar blind that is or can be submerged under the
water in any manner for the purpose of hunting, taking, catching,
killing, molesting or shooting at any wild ducks, wild geese, coot, or
any other aquatic or migratory game birds, nor shall any person
leave any waterfowl decoys unattended in the water during the open
waterfowl hunting season, nor leave such decoys in the water after
20 minutes after the closing time prescribed for hunting or killing
such birds or before one hour before the opening time for shooting
such birds.

(2) OPEN WATER; EXCEPTIONS. (a) “Open water” is any water
outside or beyond a natural growth of vegetation extending over
the water surface and of such height as to offer partial or whole con-
cealment for the hunter,

(b) Blinds in Buffalo, Crawford, Grant, La Crosse, Pepin, Pierce,
St. Croix, Trempealeau and Vernon counties. In any of the waters
of the Mississippi river, the St. Croix river, Lake St. Croix and Lake
Pepin, and their bays, bayous and sloughs wherein they border on the
counties of Buffalo, Crawford, Grant, La Crosse, Pepin, Pierce, St.
Croix, Trempealeau and Vernon and in any of the inland lakes of
these counties, it shall be lawful for any person to use blinds for the
purpose of taking, catching, killing and shooting at wild ducks, wild
geese or other aquatic fowl that are set, placed, or located not more
than 100 feet from any shoreline during the open season for such
game birds, Such blinds shall in all instances be securely anchored to
the place or spot where they are to be used.

(¢) It shall be lawful for any person to hunt wild ducks, wild
geese, and other aquatic fowl during the open season therefor in open
water in any of the outlying waters of Lake Superior and Lake
Michigan under the jurvisdiction of the state of Wisconsin excepting
Green Bay and the open water area within 500 feet of any shoreline
of said lakes.

(3) BArring. (a) It shall be unlawful for any person to hunt,
catch or kill any waterfowl or migratory game birds under any
circumstances by the aid or use of salt or shelled or shucked or un-
shucked corn, wheat or other graing or other feed or means of feed-
ing similarly used to lure, attract or entice such birds to, on, or over
the area where hunters are attempting to take them.

(b) This subsection shall not be construed to apply to propagating,
scientific or other operations in accordance with the terms of law-
fully issued state and federal permits, or to the taking of birds over
salt blocks, properly shocked corn, standing crops (including aquatics),
graing found scattered solely as a result of normal agricultural prac-

* tices, flooded standing crops or flooded harvested crop lands, or to the
feeding of migratory game birds at any time not in connection with
hunting,

(4) Livg pECcOYS. It shall be unlawful in the hunting of any migra-

- tory waterfowl to use directly or indirectly any live duck or live
goose decoys, regardless of the distance intervening between any such
live decoys and the position of the hunter.

(5) GUNS AND AMMUNITION, (a) It shall be unlawful for any per-
son to take, catech, kill, hunt, or pursue any migratory bird or water-
fowl with any shotgun of a larger bore than a No, 10 gauge nor shall
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any person take, catch, kill, hunt, pursue or shoot at any migratory
birds or waterfowl with any automatic-loading or hand-operated re-
peating shotgun capable of holding more than three shells the maga-
zine of which has not been cut off or plugged with a one-piece metal
or wooden filler incapable of removal without disassembling the gun so
as to reduce the capacity of said gun to not more than three shells at
one time in the magazine and chamber combined nor by any means
other than a shotgun fired from the shoulder or a bow and arrow.

(¢) It shall be unlawful for any person to use or have in his
possession or under his control more than one gun while hunting
migratory waterfowl in any manner,

WCD 10.13 Fur-bearing animals; method of taking, (1) No person
shall hunt any mink, muskrat, beaver, or otter with the aid of any
spear, gun, or dog, disturb or molest any raccoon den or den trees;
disturb or molest any mink den, or disturb or molest any muskrat
house, muskrat feeding house, beaver house, or beaver dam, or set any
trap or traps at any time within 50 feet of any beaver house or beaver
dam, except during the open season for beaver, when it shall be
lawful to set traps for beaver not less than 15 feet from any such
beaver house, and not less than 30 feet from any such beaver dam.

(2) No person shall set out or place any traps for fur-bearing
animals, whether set or sprung, or set out or place any bait or scent
for attracting fur-bearing animals thereto during the closed season
for such animals.

(8) It shall be unlawful for any person to set or reset any trap or
traps or attend any trapline from sunset to one hour before sunrise.

(4) It shall be unlawful for any person to set, place, or operate
more than 76 traps of any kind for the purpose of capturing wild fur-
bearing animals.

(5) It shall be unlawful for any person to take, capture, or kill,
or attempt to take, capture, or kill any fur-bearing animals at any
time by means of water sets except during that period when and in
those areas where there is an open season for trapping muskrat,
beaver, or otter. A water set is any trap which is set or staked in

such manner as to permit the trap or trapped animal to reach the
water at any point.

WCD 10.14 Trapping, prohibited methods. (1) No person shall set
a steel-jawed trap or any trap which might kill or injure birds, on a
pole, post, tree stump, or any other elevated perch more than 3 feet
above the ground.

(2) It shall be unlawful for any person to set, place, or operate
any trap other than a steel-jawed trap, chain-loop trap, or live traps
so constructed that not more than one animal can be taken or cap-
tured in any such trap at a single setting, for the purpose of taking,
capturing, or killing fur-bearing animals,

(8) No person shall construct or place on the ice of any of the
waters of this state any artificial house or den for the purpose of
taking, catching, or killing any fur-bearing animals, or place or set
therein any trap or traps of any kind which might take, catch, or kill
fur-bearing animals.

WCD 10.15 Horicon National Wildlife Refnge, (3) HORICON MAN-
AGED PHEASANT HUNT, (a) An open season is established for hunt-
ing cock pheasants, cottontails, jackrabbits, gray and fox squirrels,
raccoon, red and gray fox, and opossum, with shotguns or bow and
arrow, within the Horicon National Wildlife Refuge (except posted
closed areas), subject to the provisions of this section, ‘beginning
December 16 and continuing until the Bureau of Sport Fisheries and
Wildlife determines that the harvest of pheasants is such that to
kill additional pheasants would be detrimental to and would endanger
the breeding stock and future supply of pheasants; but not after
December 20, Daily bag limits and other general hunting regulations
for all game will apply as stated elsewhere In this chapter,

(b) Hunting on the Horicon National Wildlife Refuge is permitted
under permit (arm band) only, as authorized by the Bureau of Sport
Fisheries and Wildlife. The number of permits issued at any one time
shall not exceed 500, and a permit shall be valid for one day only.
Daily hunting hours shall be from 8:00 am. to 4: 00 p.m.

(¢) RESERVATIONS. Reservations for hunting in the Horicon Na-
tional Wildlife Refuge may be obtained under the following conditions.

1. Reservation requests by mail only on official application forms
will be accepted at the Wiscorisin Conservation Department, Madison.
Such requests must be postmarked no later than October 31. Appli-
cations which are postmarked after that date will be rejected.

2. Only one application form per person may be submitted and
anyone found submitting more than one (1) application for a reser-
vation will have all applications rejected.

3. Selection of mailed application forms will be made on the basis
of a random drawing from all eligible applications. Reservations are
not transferable and the person whose name appears on the reserva-
tion must present the reservation in person at the designated check
station.

4, A reservation will entitle the applicant to bring not more than
one (1) guest with him.

b, Only one reservation by mail per applicant may be obtained.
Hunters are not limited in the number of permits as guests of a
reservation holder, however, hunters in the waiting line shall be
allowed only 3 permits and may be permitted to hunt thereafter only
- if no other hunters are waiting in line. Hunting licenses shall be
marked for each of said 8 permits from the waiting line.

6. All reservations for any one day will be valid only up to
8:00 a.m.

(d) Hunters must register in person for permits (arm bands) at
hunter check stations, and must submit their hunting licenses for
inspection, Arm bands to hunt on the Refuge are non-transferable.

(¢) Permits not used for reservations or made available when
hunters check ottt will be issued on a first come-first served basis.
Hunters must form a line with their automobiles to apply for these
permits, and trailers and busses will not be permitted in line, Auto-
mobiles in the line must be occupied at all timeg by persons without
reservation desirving to apply for permit.

(£f) A service fee of $1.00 per person per trip shall be paid by
each person,
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(g) All pheasants taken while hunting under permit within the
Refuge shall be tagged immediately when taken by the hunter with a
special tag furnigshed with the permit. Unused tags must be returned
to the checking station upon completion of the hunt.

(h) Permittees shall be allowed to use dogs.

(i) When finished hunting, each hunter must surrender in person,
his numbered arm band at the checking station through which he
entered, and then submit for examination such game as he may have
bagged, not later than 5:80 p.m.

(4) HORICON MANAGED GOOSE HUNT, (a) The open season for hunt-
ing geese on the Horicon National Wildlife Refuge shall begin on
October 15, and the open season on ducks on November 15. Daily
ghooting hours shall be one-half hour before sunrise to 2:00 p.m.

The open season for hunting geese and ducks on the Horicon Na-
tional Refuge established by this section and the open season for
hunting geese in Dodge and Fond du Lac¢ counties established in s.
WCD 10.01 (1) shall close on an earlier date when the Bureau of
Sport Fisheries and Wildlife and the Wisconsin conservation director
determine that the harvest of the Canada goose population in Dodge
and Fond du Lac Counties is such that to kill additional Canada geese
would be detrimental to and would endanger the breeding stock and
the future supply of Canada geese or that the Canada goose popula-
tion has migrated from the refuge to such an extent that operation
of the managed hunting unit is no longer in the public interest and
such closing shall take precedence over the provisions of said section
WCD 10.01 (1).

(b) Hunting on the managed hunting unit on the Horicon National
Wildlife Refuge is permitted under permit only as authorized by the
Bureau of Sport Fisheries and Wildlife,

(¢) Hunting on such refuge shall be done only under the following
conditions:

The Horicon National Wildlife Refuge is divided into 2 units as
follows:

1. Managed hunting wnit. The managed hunting unit varies in
width, but is not more than 440 yards wide as marked by single
strand of wire, or as posted by the Wisconsin Conhservation Depart-
ment, A gingle row of blinds spaced approximately 200 yards apart
shall be provided by the Wisconsin Conservation Department to ac-
commodate not more than three hunters per blind.

2. Refuge unit. The refuge unit shall inelude all land in the Horicon
National Wildlife Refuge not designated above as the managed hunt-
ing unit. Within this unit, it shall be unlawful to hunt in any mannex
at any time.

3. Reservations. Reservationg for hunting in the managed hunting
unit may be obtained under the following conditions:

a. Reservation requests by mail only on official application forms
will be accepted at the Wisconsin Conservation Department, Madison.
Such requests must be postmarked no later than September 4. Appli-
cations which are postmarked after that date will be rejected.

b. Only one official application form per person may be submitted
and ahyone found submitting more than one (1) application for a
reservation will have all applications rejected.
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¢. Selections.of mailed application forms will be made by random
drawing from all eligible applications submitted.

d. Reservations are not transferable and the person whose name
appears on the reservation must present the reservation in person at
the designated check station. A reservation will entitle the applicant
to bring not more than two (2) guests with him.

e. Only one reservation by mail per applicant may be  obtained.
Hunters are not limited in the number of permits as guests of a res-
ervation holder, however, hunters in the waiting line shall be allowed
only three (3) permits and may be permitted to hunt thereafter only
if no other hunters are waiting in line. Hunting licenses shall be
marked for each of said three permits from the waiting line,

f. All reservations for any one day will be valid only up to one-
half hour before the daily shooting time.

4, Managed hunting unit prohibitions, Within the managed hunting
unit it shall be unlawful to:

a. Enter without first having obtained the necessary permit (arm
band) in person at one of the checking stations. Such permit shall be
valid for only one day.

b. Leave the immediate vicinity of the managed hunting unit
without first surrendering the permit in person at the checking sta-
tion where it was obtained. The immediate vicinity of the managed
hunting unit is defined as the special area in which the 2 p.m, closing
hour is in effect and is described as follows:

Beginning in the city of Waupun at the junction of U. S. highway
151 with state highway 26, thence south on said highway 26 to its
junction with the east-west center line of sections 9, 10, 11 and 12 in
township 12 north, range 15 east, thence eastward along said center
line and continuing eastward along the east-west center line of sec-
tions 7, 8, 9, and 10 in township 12 north, range 16 east to its junc-
tion with county highway TW, thence north and east on said highway
TW to its junction with county highway Y, thence north on said high-
way Y to its junction with county highway Z, thence west and north
on said highway Z to its junction with county highway B, thence
northeasterly on said highway B to its junction with county highway
AS, thence westerly on said highway AS to its junction with U, 8.
highway 151, thence southwesterly on said highway 151 to its junc-
tion with state highway 26, which is the point of beginning.

5. Blinds will be assigned in numerical sequence at the time reser- .
vations are drawn. Reservation confirmations will contain assigned
blind number, Vacant blinds will be issued on a first come-first served
basis.

6. Hunters without reservations must form a line to apply for
blinds, and trailers and busses will not be permitted in the line. Auto-
mobiles must be occupied at all times by persons without reservations
desiring to register for blinds.

7. Hunters must register in person for blinds, and must submit
their hunting licenses for inspection.

8. Arm bands to hunt on the unit are non-transferable and no per-
mittee shall occupy or shoot from any other than his assigned blind.

9. Hunters may use their own decoys.
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10. A service fee of three dollars per blind per trip shall be paid by
each party. A party consists of from 1 to 3 hunters.

11, Hunters must keep their guns unloaded and enclosed in a carry-
ing case at all times except while occupying assigned blinds.

12, Dogs are not allowed on the managed hunting unit.

18. No person shall leave any refuse in any blind or in the managed
hunting unit, and nnmed1ately upon terminating his hunting trip
shall deposit all refuse in containers provided at managed hunting
unit access points.

14, When finished hunting, each hunter must surrender, in person,
his numbered arm band at the checking station through which he en-
tered, and there submit for examination such game as he may have
bagged, not later than 3:30 p.m.

15. Hunters must park at designated access points and driving to
and from blinds is prohibited.

(5) Except as provided in s, WCD 10.15 (1) (2) (3) (4) and (6),
no person shall take, catch, kill, hunt, trap, or pursue in any manner
any species of wild animals or birds at any time or have in possession
or under control any firearm unless the same is unloaded and enclosed
within a carrying case or any bow and arrow unless the same is un-
strung or enclosed within a carrying case upon that area known as
the Horicon National Wildlife Refuge.

(6) HUNTING AND TRAPPING. (a) Within the diseretion of the Bu-
reau of Sport Fisheries and Wildlife, an open season for trapping
muskrat, mink and racecoon within the Horicon National Wildlife
Refuge may be declared under written permit from the Bureau of
Sport Fisheries and Wildlife or its authorized representative and
with the approval of the conservation director between the dates of
October 25 and the succeeding April 15, Open seasons for hunting or
trapping all other fur-bearing animals within the Horicon National
Wildlife Refuge may be declared in the same manner at any time
during the state season on such fur-bearing animals. Such permits
shall be subject to all other rules and regulations governing hunting
and trapping set forth in this chapter except that the use of not more
than 125 traps and the use of wet or dry sets may be authorized by
such permits.

(1), (2) and (8) of this section, it shall be
unlawful for any person to take, eatch, kill, hunt, trap, or pursue any
species of wild animal or bird at any time, or have in possession or
under control any firearm unless the same is unloaded and enclosed
within a carrying case or any bow and arrow unless the same is un-
strung or enclosed in a carrying case, upon that area known as the
Necedah National Wildlife Refuge, Juneau county, Wisconsin.

(1) Within the discretion of the Bureau of Sport Fisheries and
Wildlife an open season for the taking of fur-bearing animals may be
declared within the Necedah National Wildlife Refuge upon written
approval of the conservation commission, which shall designate the
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species to be taken and establish opening and closing dates. Trapping
on the Necedah National Wildlife Refuge shall be conducted under
written permit from the Bureau of Sport Fisheries and Wildlife,
Such permit shall be subject to all the rules and regulations govern-
ing trapping set forth in this chapter,

(2) An open season for hunting deer with bow and arrow shall be
established on the Necedah National Wildlife Refuge and said season
- shall be concurrent with the state-wide season for bow and arrow
established in . WCD 10.01 (3) (e). Such open season shall be effec-
tive only in those areas on the Necedah National Wildlife Refuge
designated by posted notices of the Bureau of Sport Fisheries and
Wildlife. No special permits shall be required but hunting license and
deer tag as required by statutes are necessary.

(3) An open season for hunting deer with firearms shall be estab-
lished on the Necedah National Wildlife Refuge and such season
shall fall within the season established for the remainder of Juneau
county in s. WCD 10.01 (3) (e). Such open season shall be effective
only on those areas on the Necedah National Wildlife Refuge desig-
nated by posted notice of the Bureau of Sport Fisheries and Wildlife,
No special permits shall be required but hunting license and deer
tag as required by statutes are necessary and other regulations as
outlined for the remainder of Juneau county under s. WCD 10.01
(3) (e) shall apply.

Each person who has killed a deer or bear during the open seasons
for hunting such animals with guns shall exhibit such deer with his
deer tag attached as requirved by sub. 29.40 (1), Wis. Stats., or such
bear to an authorized registration station or an authorized conserva-
tion department employe in the county where such deer or bear was
killed or in the adjoining county, but within the area included within
the open season zone in which such deer or bear was killed, not later
than 10:00 p.m, of the first day following the close of such season,
Such deer or bear shall be wholly intact except that it may be field
dressed. Upon approval of the registration officer, he shall attach a
special tag and such tag shall remain attached to such deer or bear
or part thereof until such carcass or part thereof is finally consumed.
Such deer or bear or part thereof shall not be removed from the area
included in the open season zone in which it was killed nor beyond the
limits of the county adjoining that in which it was killed unless it has
been so exhibited and tagged.

(b) Any deer taken on any of the islands in the outlying waters
of Lake Superior in Ashland and Bayfield counties shall be exhibited

and tagged pursuant to paragraph (1) (a) at the registration station
in the City of Bayfield,

(¢) At least two members of the deer hunting party shall be
present at the time a deer taken under the authority of a deer hunt-
ing party permit is presented for registration.

(d) Any person who has killed a bear in any area during the closed
season for hunting deer with firearms in such areas shall exhibit and
register such bear as provided in paragraph (1) (a) except that such
carcass shall be exhibited within 24 hours after taking or killing
thereof,

(2) RECORDING OF DEER AND BEAR TAKEN DURING THE BOW AND AR-
ROW ONLY SEASON, Each person who has killed a deer or bear during
the open season for hunting such animals with bow and arrow only
shall exhibit and register such deer or bear as provided in subsec-
tion 1, except that the carcass of such deer or bear shall be exhibited
within 24 hours after the taking or killing thereof.
