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Ind- UC 150.01 Department reports to federal agencies. Section 
108.20 (1), Wis. Stats., relating to the special fund established for 
the department's administration of the Wisconsin unemployment 
compensation act, provides in part as follows: "This fund shall con­
sist of all federal moneys alloted or apportioned to the state 01' the 
department for the administration of this chapter, and the depart­
ment is hereby directed to make to federal agencies such reports as 
are necessary in connection with 01' because of such federal aid." The 
clear intent of this language was to accept any federal aid available 
to the state under title III of the federal social security act, and to 
direct the department to make to federal agencies all reports neces­
sary for this purpose, consistently with paragraphs (6) and (7) of 
subsection (a) of section 303 of the federal social security act. Ac­
cordingly, section 108.20 (1), Wis. Stats., shall be administered in 
accordance with the following provisions; 

(1) The department shall make such reports relating to chapter 
108, Wis. Stats., in such form and containing such information, as 
the secretary of labor may from time to time require, and shall 
comply with such provisions as the secretary of labor may from time 
to time find necessary to assure the correctness and verification of 
such reports; and 

(2) The department shall make available upon request to any 
agency of the United States charged with the administration of pub­
lic works or assistance through public employment, the name, 
address, ordinary occupation and employment status of each recipient 
of unemployment compensation, and a statement of such recipient's 
rights to further compensation under chapter 108, Wis
