Wis. Stats., all waters from the Chicago, Burlington and Quincy rail­
road tracks on the east side of the Mississippi river and extending 
west from said railroad tracks to that part of the river following the 
boundaries between the state of Wisconsin and Iowa shall be defined 
as interstate boundary waters.

NR 22.02 Seasons; limits. (1) There shall be established and main­
tained on the interstate bowldary waters between the states of Wis­
consin and Iowa, which boundary waters are more particularly de­
scribed under Wis. Adm. Code section NR 22.01, the open and 
closed seasons for the taking of the various varieties and species of 
fish, bag limits, size limits, possession limits, and other rules and 
regulations as set forth herein. 

(2) A closed season is established for each variety and species of 
fish named herein extending for the entire period of each year except 
the open season period embraced within the specified dates, both in­
clusive; and except as otherwise expressly provided, no person or per­
sons shall take, catch, kill, 01' fish for fish of any variety at any time 
other than the open season therefor, nor have in his possession nor 
under his control any fish in excess of the daily bag limit or posses­
sion limit, nor below the minimum size limit therefor at any time dur­
ing the open season as provided in this chapter, 

(3) The measurement of length of fish shall be taken in a straight 
line from the tip of the snout to the utmost end of the tail fin fully 
extended.

NR 22.03 Hool{ and line fishing. The following seasons, bag limits 
and other rules and regUlations for hook and line fishing are estab­
lished. The possession limit for each species shall be double the daily 
bag limit specified in this chapter except that no person shall have 
in his possession or under his control more than the daily bag limit 
while on the ice or watel's 01' while fishing in the Wisconsin-Iowa 
boundary waters. The measurement of all fish taken shall be in a 
straight line from the tip of the snout to the utmost end of the tail 
fin fully extended.
