The owner or
operator shall submit with the fee the name of the mine, pit or quarry;
the name of the owner and operator; the company name; the mailing’
address; the type of product to be mined (ore, stone, clay, lime or aggre-
gate); and the estimated date to start operations.

(2) ANNUAL SAFETY INSPECTION SERVICE. The annual safety inspection
service fee for each metal or nonmetal mine, pit or quarry shall be based
on the size of the respective operation for the previous calendar year.

Fees for conducting a safety inspection of a
permanent explosive storage facility will be assessed at $50.00 per
inspection. '

independently of mine, pit or quarry operations.
