ORDER OF THE COMMISSIONER OF INSURANCE 

AMENDING A RULE 

Relating to the Board of Direetors of the Insuranee Security Fund. 

ANALYSIS PREPARED BY THE OFFICE OF THE COMMISSIONER OF INSURANCE 

Chapter 109, Laws of 1979, in seetion 646.12 ehanged sIightly the 

eomposition of the Board of Direetors of the Insuranee Security Fund. 

This proposaI amends seetion 11.01, Wiseonsin Administrative Code, to 

provide that the Commissioner shaII appoint the members of the Board 

and that she may eonsider the reeommendations of insuranee trade 

assoeiations in making seven of those appointments. The amendment 

provides that instead of the Commissioner being ehairperson, the ehair­

person is to be eleeted annually. The terms of the appointed members 

wiII be for staggered three-year terms. 

Pursuant to the authority vested in the Commissioner of Insuranee by 

seetion 601.41 (3) and 646.12 (1), Wiseonsin Statutes, the Commissioner 

of Insuranee hereby amends a ru1e implementing and interpreting 

seetion 646.12, Wiseonsin Statutes, as fo11ows: 

Seetion 108 11.01 is amended to read: 

108 11.01 Insuranee security fund board. (1) PURPOSE. The purpose of 

this ru1e is to establish a proeedure for seleeting members of the board of 

the insuranee security fund pursuant to s. 64~T9~ 646.12 (1), Stats. 



(2) MEMBERSHIP OF THE BOARD. The board shall eonsist of: 

(a) The eommissioner, wbo 99&).). 9& &9&i.PIIt&ft., the attorney general and 

the treasurer of the state of Wiseonsinj aftd 

(b) Seven insurer representatives of domestie and foreign and alien 

insurers subjeet to ch. 646. Stats., to be appointed by the eommissioner 

up on eonaideration of the reeommendations of the following insuranee 

organizations ineluding: 

1. American Insuranee ABsoeiationi 

2. Amer~aft ~i~ Ift8~raftee A88eeia~ieft American Couneil of Life Insuranee; 

3. Allianee of American Insurersi 

4. Health Insuranee Association of Amerie8L 

5. National Association of Independent Insurersi 

6. Wiseonsin Insuranee Allianee; aM 

7. Wiseonsin Association of Life Insurers; and 

(e) One additional member, as may be from time to time designated 

by the eo~issioner ~rem representing insurers not associated with any 

organization listed in paragraph (b). 

(3) TERM. Members of the board appointed under subseetion (2) (b) and (e) 

shall serve for aterm of ~ 1 years, exeept that members appointed before 

1980 shall serve for the terms for whieh they were originally appointed and 

1980 appointmenta shall be 2 members for two-year terms and 3 members for 

three-year terms. 
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(4) CHAlRPERSON. Annua11y, at its first meeting after June 1, the 

board of direetars sha11 e1ect achairperson.
