Analysis Prepared by Department of Natural Resourees 

Current1y each deer hunter is required to attach and lock a meta1 tag to 
each deer ki1led under the authority of the appropriate hunting license. Over 
600,000 gun hunters and approximate1y 139,000 bow hunters participate in the 
sport. Increased administrative costs including the metal tag, permit processing 
and mailing, as weIl as cumbersome handling problems require an exploration of 
a1ternative deer tagging systems. A simi1ar review of the mega1 tagging system 
used for the harvest control of Canada geese produced a very effective paper 
tag which has proven durab1e and re1ative1y fool-proof. Administrative savings 
have a1so occurred, primari1y because of improved handling and postage requirements. 

The Department proposes to imp1ement a paper carcass tag to accompany the 
archer 1icense in 1980. If successfu1, the Department wi11 propose converting 
all deer carcass tags to this system. . 

Pursuant to the authority vested in the State of Wisconsin Natural Resourees 

Board by seetions 23.09(1) and (2), 23.11(1), 227.014 and 227.02(1)(e), Wiseonsin 

Statutes, the State of Wiseonsin Natural Resourees Board hereby ereates ru1es 

interpreting seetions 29.104(2) and 29.12(5), Wiseonsin Statutes, as fo11ows: 

SECTION 1 - NR 10.11(1) is created to read: 

(1) Deer tagging and validation requirements. (a) Immediate1y upon killing 

a deer, any person having killed a deer with a howand arrow ahal1 eampIeteIy 

attach, seal and tie to the gambrel of either hind Ieg thereof, the deer eareass 

tag, utiIizing its own adheslve and stringo

(b) I~mediately upon tagging, the issued deer carcass tag ehall be 

validated by cutting out notches on the tag designating the month, day, time 

of kill and sex of the aniroal. Failure tö follow the validation proeedure 

in this manner renders possession of the deer carcass i1legal and the tag invalid. 

The foregoing ru1es were approved and adopted by the State of Wisconsin 

Natural Resourees Board on January 23, 1980. 

The rulea eontained herein shal1 take effeet upon publieation as required 

in section 227.026(1) intro., Wisconsin Statutes.
