SPD 4.03 Appeal. (1) Any attorney may appeal the state public de­
fender's reduction of any submitted bill by mailing a letter of appeal to 
the state public defender within 30 days of receipt of the reduced pay­
ment. During the pendency of the appeal the attorney may negotiate the 
check for the reduced payment without waiver of the right to appeal. 

(2) Upon receipt of an appeal letter, the state public defender shall 
place the matter on the agenda of the next state public defender board 
meeting unless that meeting is less than 10 days from the receipt of the 
appeal letter, in which case the matter may be scheduled for the follow­
ing meeting. The state public defender shall, at least 10 days prior to 
hearing, inform the attorney of the time and place of the board meeting 
at which the appeal will be considered. 

(3) The attorney may request that the state public defender reproduce 
and submit to the board material relevant to the appeal. The hearing 
before the bo,ardsh_a1!-bc'.<!.pnsidered a "class 3" proceeding and is gov­
erned by ss(227.07 to~~?J)J9, Stats. 
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( 4) The state public defender board may deliberate the matter in exec­
utive session pursuant to the provisions of s. 19.85 (1) (a), Stats. The 
board shall issue a written decision either affirming or modifying the deci­
sion of the state public defender. The written decision shall be mailed to 
the attorney within 20 days of the board meeting and shall be signed by 
an officer of the board. 

(5) The board's written decision shall constitute findings of fact and 
conclusions of law within the meaning of's:227:101

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(6) In the event the board increases the amount to be paid to the attor­
ney, the state public defender shall immediately authorize payment and 
request that the state treasurer issue the payment as soon as possible.
