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(2) METHOD OF ALLOCATION. Animal waste grant funds shall be allo-
cated to counties on an annual, or other periodic basis. Before making a
periodie allocation of funds, the department shall solicit funding applica-
tions from all counties qualified under sub. (1). Funding applications
shall be submitted on formms provided by the department, on or hefore
the deadline date established by the department. Each funding applica-
tion shall identify, by reference to the county animal waste water-pollu-
tion control plan, the projects proposed for funding within the county,
and the relative priority of the proposed projects.

(b) For each periodic allocation of funds, the department shall prepare
an allocation plan based on a review of funding applications submitted
by the counties, Before allocating any funds under the plan, the depart-
ment shall submit the proposed plan for review and recommendations by
the land conservation board. The allocation pian shall identify:

_(3) ALLOCATION OF FUNDS AMONG COUNTIES; CRITERTA. In its alloca-
tion of funds among counties, the department shall consider:

(a) The number of animal feeding operations within each county
which are in need of measures to correct or prevent animal waste water-
pollution problems.

(b) The relative severity of animal waste water-pollution problems
caused by the animal feeding operations,

(c) Other criteria set forth under s, Ag 165.02 (2) (d),

{4} FUNDING CONTRACTS. No funds may be allocated or released to a
county under this section except under a written contract between the
department and the county. The contract shall set forth:

(a) A description of each project within the county for Wwhich funds are
allocated, including an estimate of total project costs.

(b) The maximum amount or cost-share percentage to be paid to the
owtlger cér %%erator for each project, as determined by the county under
s. Ag 165.06,

(¢) The respective responsibilities of the department and the county
for implementing the contract. The county agency which is responsible
for implementing the project on behalf of the county shall be identified.

{d) Deadlines for implementing the contract.

(e) Other terms and conditions under which the funds are allocated to
the county. :

Ag 165.06 Purposes for which funds may be allocated; condluons and lim-
itations. (1) GENERAL. Funds allocated by the department to counties
under s, Ag 165.04 shall be used by the counties to finance cost-share
grants to individual owners and operators of animal feeding operations.
Individual cost-share grants shall be used for the construction or repair
of animal waste treatment or storage facilites or permanent runoff con-
trol structures needed to meet water quality objectives. Cost-share
grants may be applied to engineering design costs or construction costs,
or both, to the extent permitted under this section. Individual cost-share
grants shall be made under an agreement with the owner or operator, as
provided ins, Ag 165,07, Payments may be made only upon certification,
by a qual;ﬁed technician, that the facility or structure has been com-
_ pleted in compllance mth the agreement and this chapter.

(2) COST-SHARE GRANTS; GENERAL REQUIREMENTS AND LIMITATIONS.
(a) Cost-effectiveness; availability of allernatives. Cost-share grant
amounts to individual owners and operators of animal feeding operations
shall be based on the cost of projeets which will have predictable water
quality benefits, and which are cost-effective for that purpose in compari-

.son to other measures available to the owner or operator, A determina-
tion as to the cost-effectiveness of a proposed project shall be made by
the county. In determining the cost-effectiveness of a proposed project,
the county shall consider the predicted water quality benefits of the
project, the cost of the project amortized over its expected useful life,
and the practical effects of the projeet on the animal feeding operation.
Cost-share grants may not be used to finance the design or construction
of animal waste treatment or storage facrlltles if, in the absence of the
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
