Analysis Prepared by the Department of Public lnstruction 

This proposed amendment to the Administrative Code establishes program approval 
rules for the preparation of professional school personnel in both private and public 
colleges and universities in Wisconsin. It also establishes procedures for colleges and 
universities to follow in appealing a department finding of noncompliance with a program 
approval rule contained in chapter PI 4 or a certlfication rule contained in chapter PI 3. 

The program approval rules have been developed to permit the department to carry 
out its statutory responsibility to approve all professional programs leading to certifica­
tion for employment in public elementary and secondary schools in Wisconsin. The 
statutory authority for the adoption of the program approval plan for the certlfication of 
professlonal school personnel is provided in ss. 115.28(7) and ss. 1 L8.19(3), Stats. 

Section PI 3.02 directs the state superintendent to conduct an onsite review of all 
programs for the certlficatlon of professional school personnel on-each campus engaged in 
the preparation of such personnel in Wlsconsin at least once every five years. Also, 
section PI 3.02 requires that as new programs are developed or as changes are made in 
previously approved prograrns, they !nust be submitted to the department for approval. 
To administer the mandated program approval responsibilities, the state superintendent 
has deveIoped, in addition to the certification ruIes contained in chapter PI 3, the program 
approval ruIes being proposed for chapter PI 4. 

Program approval rules for speelal education, vocational education and graduate 
professional educatlon programs leading to certification will be developed later for 
inclusion in chapter PI 4. 

Chapter PI 4- relating to county supervising teachers and county superintendents of 
schools is obsolete. Section 39.20, Stats., which this chapter interpreted has been 
repealed, therefore the Administrative Rule is being repealed. 

3 Pursuant to the authority vested in the state superintendent of public instruction by 

4 ss. 115.28(7) and ss. 118.19(3), Stats., and interpreting ss. 115.28(7), Stats., the state 

5 superintendent hereby repeals and recreates rules as follows:

3 P14.01 DEFINITIONS. In this chapter: 0) "Clinieal program" means supervised 

4 experiences in asehool setting which provide practical experience for the teacher 

5 education student including prestudent teaching and student teaching. 

6 (2) "Concentration" means a field of study in which astudent completes at least 12 

7 semester credits and may receive certification.

2 TEACHER EDUCATION PROGRAM APPROVAL, APPEALS, AND REVIEW OF RULES 

; 3 PI 4.02 TEACHER EDUCA nON PROGRAM AP PROV AL. 
1 

4 (1) SCOPE AND PURPOSE. The statutory authorlty for adoptlon of the program 

5 approval plan for the certiflcation of professlonal school personnel is provlded in 

6 ss. 115.28(7) and ss. t 18.19(3), Stats. Section PI 3.02 directs the state superintendent to 

7 cornplete a site review of all programs for the certification of professional school personnel 

8 on each campus in Wisconsin at least once every five years. Section PI 3.02 requires that 

9 new programs and changes in previously approved progr~ms must be submitted to the 

10 department for approval. To admlnister the mandated program approval responsibilities, 

11 the state superintendent has adopted, in addition to the certification rules contained in 

12 chapter PI 3, the program approval rules contalned in chapter PI 4. 

13 (2) STATE SUPERINTENDENT RESPONSIBILITY. The state superIntendent shall 

14 approve professlonal education programs which lead to certIficatlon at both prlvate and 

15 public instltutlons of higher education in Wisconsin. 

16 (3) IMPLEMENTA nON. (a) Upon the effectlve date of this chapter, the state 

17 superlntendent shall utilIze the requkements of this chapter in all reviews of professional 

18 educatlon programs leading to certification. 

19 (b) By January 1, 1987, all lnstitutions and SCDEs which Qffer professlonal 

20 educatlon programs leading to certification in Wisconsln shall submit to the department, 

21 for departmental approval, \.vritten evidence that theIr program compHes with the require-

22 ments of thIs chapter, or a plan and timetable, subject to departmental approval, which 

23 ensures that students who enroll at the instltution after July 1, 1987, and graduate after 

24 August 30, 1990, sha11 be able to complete each requirement of this chapter. 

25 (c) lnstitutions and SCDEs may permit students who have been admitted into a 

26 professlonal education program leading to certification prior to July 1, 1987, to complete 

27 the program b,?-sed upon the standards which were In effect at the time of the student's 

28 adm"ission into the program. 
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1 (t~) NONCOMPLIANCE WITH RULES. (a) After reviewing teaeher edueation programs, 

2 the state superintendent shall either grant approval or eonditional approval in aeeordanee 

3 with s. PI 4.04, or deny approval to eaeh pr_ogram in writing. In granting eonditional 

4 approval to a program, the state superintendent shall cite the action needed and ti me 

5 period to aeeomplish complianee with chapter PI 3 or PI 4. Failure to eomply with the 

6 provisions of ehapter PI 3 or PI 4 shalllead the state superintendent to deny or withdraw 

7 approval of the program leading to certifieation. In denying approval to a program, the 

8 state superintendent shall cite the rules in ehapter PI 3 or PI 4 with which the institution 

9 or the SCDE is in noncomplianee. 

10 (b) If approval of the program leading to eertifieation is denied by the state superin-

11 tendent, the SCDE shall either eommence an appeal in aeeordanee with s. PI 4.03 or shall 

12 provide notiee to prospective and eurrently enro11ed students of nonapproval of the program 

13 leading to eertifieation. 

14 PI 4.025 APPROYAL OF EXPERIMENTAL AND INNOYATIYE PROGRAMS. (1) An 

15 institution may petition the state superintendent to offer an experi:nental or innovative-

16 program whieh is not in complianee with rules eontained in this c~apter. The instit'Jtion 

17 shall present a plan for the program to the state superintendent who shall hold a public 

18 hearing and approve it prior to implementation. Experimental and innovative program-s 

19 may indude the following: 

20 (a) Programs designed to develop new approaehes, new arrangements, or new _ 

21 contexts for the preparation of sehool personnel. 

22 (b) Programs designed to meet the special needs of particular segments of society 

23 such as minority, disadvantaged, or nontraditional students. 

24 (e) Programs designed to prepare sehool personnel for new types of positions that 

25 are emerging in the elementary or secondary sehools. 

26 (2) The state superintendent may specify the number of years for the program to 

27 operate and shall require a plan of evaluation.

1 PI 4.03 APPEAL PROCEDURE. (1) An institution aggrieved by a departmentaJ 

2 decision that it is not in compHanee with a program approvaJ ruJe under chapter PI 4 or a 

3 certiflcation rule under chapter PI 3, or by a departmental decision a~ to the time period~ 

4 within whieh complianee must be shown, may appeal such decision only upon the following 

5 grounds: 

6 

7 

(a) The department's decision was based on material errors of fact; or 

(b) The department's decision was arbitrary or capridous. 

8 (2) An institutir ')J1 shall commence an appeal by sending a written notice of appeal to 

9 the state superintendent by certified mail within 30 days after the institution received 

10 formaI notiee of the department's decision. The notiee of appeal shal1 set forth the reasons 

11 for the appeal and the grounds upon which the appeal is based and shall be signed by the 

12 institutlon's chief administrator. 

13 (3) The state superintendent shall appoint an impartial hearing panel to hear appeals 

14 and make recommendations to the state superintendent. The hearing shal1 be held with in 

15 60 days after the appeal is received. No employee of the appealing institution, departmental 

16 employee or other person who was involved in making the departmental decision which is 

17 the subject of the appeal may serve on the hearing panel. The state superintendent shall 

18 periodieally sollcit, from both institutions of highereducation and elementary and secondary 

19 education, nam~s o,f persons to serve on hearing panels. 

20 (4) Evidence of program or institutional changes implemented after the evaluation 

21 teamIs decision shal1 not be admissible at the hearing. 

22 (5) Based on the evidence presented at the hearing and the recommendation of the 

23 hearing panel, the state superintendent or designee shall either affirm, modify, or reverse 

24 the decision which is the sub ject of the appeal. If the decision is affirmed, the state 

25 superintendent may require the appellant either to agree in writing to meet the conditions 

26 established by the state superintendent to comply with chapter PI 3 and chapter PI 4, or 

27 the state superintehdent shall deny or withdraw apprrval of th~ program leading to 
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1 eertification and the SCDE shall provide notiee to prospective and eurrently enrolled 

2 students of nonapproval of the program leading to eertiflcation. 

3 PI 4.011 CONDITIONAL APPROVAL OF NONCOMPL YING l?ROGRAMS. The 

4 department may not approve any teaeher preparation program which is not in eompHanee 

5 with the requirements of this chapter. The state superintendent may grant eonditional 

6 approval to a progra'll under the following conditions: 

7 0) The institudon which sponsors the program submits to the department a program 

8 of remedial measures inc1uding a timetable for eompletion of such measures which will 

9 bring the teaeher preparation program into eomplianee with all the requirements of this 

10 ehapter; and 

11 (2) The department is satisfied that such remedial measures will be implemented in 

12 a timely manner so that graduates of such a program shall have eompleted all work required 

13 by this chapter for approved teaeher preparation programs.

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1 (2) ORGANIZATION AND GOVERNANCE. (a) The institution shall have written 

2 evidence that its governing body recognizes and fuHills its responsibility to the SCDE. 

3 (b) The instituti<?n shall have an org?lnizational chart of its administrative strueture , 

4 inc1uding the positian and relationships of the SCOE within that strueture. 

5 (e) The institution shall have written polides pertaining to professional development 

6 for teaeher edueation faculty; teaeher edueation faculty teaehing load; and teaeher 

7 edueation faculty service in professional development on a local, state, regional, and 

8 national basis. Copies of the polides shall be made available to the teaeher edueation 

9 facultyand administrators. 

10 (d) The SCOE shall have primary responsibility for the deslgn, development, imple-

Il mentation, and evaluation of professional edueation sequenees. 

12 (e) The SCDE shall be administered by one faculty member who has asslgned time

20 (h) The SCDE shall have writ"ten evidenee that it has designed and implemented a 

21 systematic process for evaluating the clinieal program in cooperation with sehool district 

22 personnel inc1uding teaehers, principals, administrators and sehooI board members from 

23 eooperating school districts. 

21+ (i) The SCDE shall have written evidenee that an advisory eouneil eomposed of 

25 students; graduates; lay citizens inc1uding parents of students attending elementary and 

26 seeondary sehooIs; members of professlonal edueation organizations; and loeal sehooI 

27 distri<;::t person~el inc1uding teaehers, principals, administrator~ and sehool board members 

28 have been eonsulted in program development and evaluation. 
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1 (3) F ACUL TY. (a) The institution shall have written evidence that each teaching 

2 major, minor, concentration, and each professional sequence is administered by a faculty 

3 member holding a;minimum of a master's degree or its equivalent. This faculty member's 

4 primary responsibility shal1 be to the major, minor, eoncentration, or professional edueation 

5 sequenee headed, and the master's -degree or equivalent shal1 be in the principal discipline 

6 of that program or sequenee. 

7 (b) The institution shal1 have written evidenee that faculty members who teaeh in a 

8 teaehing major, minor, eoneentration, or in a professional sequence have preparation related 

9 specifically to their assignments. 

10 (e) The institutlon shall have written evldenee that faculty members who teaeh 

Il eourses in eaeh professional sequenee are knowledgeable about eurrent elementary and 

12 secondary sehool curricula, practices and requirements. 

13 (d) The institution shall have poUdes for the seleetlon, retention, and promotion of 

14- teacher educatlon personnel which will eontribute to the employment and retention of 

15 compete:!t teaeher education faculty members. 

16 (e) The institution shall estabUsh facultyexchange programs, clinical or adjunct 

17 professorships, or other opportunitles to actively involve elementary and secondary school 

18 teachers, prlncipals c.nd administra tors in preservice teacher preparation programs and to 

19 aetively involve teaeher educators in elementary and secondary sehool programs. 

20 (f) The lnstltutlon shall provide that the total service load shall be interpreted to 

21 indude regular instruction on campus, extension teaching, committee assignments, extra-

22 eurricular activities, and supervisory responsibilities in connection with thesis advisement. 

23 The total service loa d shall also indude assignments to dinical programs; independent 

24 study; advisory and consultatlve serviees; testing, psyehological, and guidance services; 

25 research and writing; student advisory duties; and reerultment, selection, and admission of 

26 students. 
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1 (4) EACILITIES, INSTRUCTIONAL MATERIALS, AND EQUIPMENT. (a) The institu-

2 tion shall provide a library as the primary materials resource center of the institution. 

B The library shall adequately support the instruction, research, and s..erviees pertinent to 

4 the needs of professlonal education programs. Materlals s~aIl be organlzed and indexed in 

5 such a way that facultyand students can easily locate and gain access to materials housed 

6 at the instltutlon and to materials housed elsewhere through an interlibrary loan procedure. 

7 (b) The institution shall provIde professionally staffed libraries and instructional 

8 materials centers to meet the stated professional education purposes and goals. 

9 (c) The institution shall maintain a materials laboratory or centers, either as a part 

10 of the library or as one or more separate units, whieh shall house a collection of printed 

11 and audiovisual materials, teaching aids, courses of study, and materials for the evaluation 

12 of learning. The laboratory or centers shall tle directed by professionally qualifled staff 

13 with expertise in the instructional materials and media used in elementary and secondary 

14 schools. 

15 (d) The institution shall make available instructional teaching and lear ning :naterials 

16 and equipment to students and faculty as weIl as provide lnstruction in production, utiliza-

17 tion, organization, and preservation o{such materials and equiprnent. 

18 (e) The institution shall rnake available to its students know ledge of current educa-

19 ' tional technology and experience In Its use. 

20 (f) The institution shall provIde laboratories, laboratory suppHes, and specialized 

21 furniture and equipment needed for the professional education programs. Space and equlp-

22 ment shall be adequate for conducting and recordlng actual and si rnulated lnstructlonal 

23 activities. 

24 (5) STUDENT SERVICES. (a) The lnstltutlon shall provide students with written 

25 informatlon describlng its student serviees includlng career guidance and placement and 

26 the procedures for uslng these serviees, and informatlon on employment opportunities In 

27 Wisconsln and t~e United States for graduates of education programs. 
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(b) The institution shall maintain a cumulative record on each of its students which 

indudes a transcript and written evaluations of field experienees. 

(e) The SCDE shall provide each stU<;lent, upon admission to the professionai education, 

program, with an advisor and written information describing the professionai education 

programs ieading to certification. 

(6) STlJDENT ADMISSION, RETENTION, COMPLETION, AND FOLLOW-UP. (a) The 

SCDE shall estabUsh standards for admission to professional education programs ieading 

to certification which shall indude the following: 

1. A cumulative grade point average of not less than 2.5 on a 4.0 scale computed 

on at least '+0 semester credits of collegiate level course work; or standing in the upper 

50% of the dass as determined by written institutionaI policy. Exceptions to the estabHshed 

minlrnum grade point average or the dass standing reguirement may be granted to no 

more than 10% of the total number of students admitted to the preparation program for 

each admission period. The SCDE shall adopt written policies and procedures pertaining 

to exercising exceptions to the established minimum grade point average and the dass -

standing requirement. The written policies and procedures pertaining to exercising excep­

tions sha!! incIude astudent appeal process. 

2. Demonstrated proficiency in speaking and Ustening as determined by the 

19 institution. 

20 3. A passing score on a standardized examination in mathematics, in reading, and 

21 in writing. The standardized examination and the passing score shall be determined by the 

22 state superintendent. The standardized examination may not be taken more than 3 times. 

23 (b) The institution sha!! obtain and maintain information relative to candidates 

24 applying for admission to the professional education program. The information maintained 

25 sha!! indude high school transcript, rank in high school graduating dass, high schooI grade 

26 point average, scores on standardized tests such as the ACT and the SAT, and the grade 

27 point average and dass rank at adrnisslon to the professionaI education pr0gfam. 
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1 (e) The SCDE s:1all estabUsh standards to reeommend students for eertification which 

2 shall indude but not be limited to the following: 

3 1. a. A mioimum grade point average of 2.75 on a 4.0 seale 'qased on eourse worf< , 

4 in the major, minor, and concentration, and in professiona1 education course work exeept 

5 student teaching; or standing in the upper 50 percent of the dass as determined by written 

6 institutional policy. 

7 b. A written policy adopted by the institution and approved by the department 

8 after a public hearing whlch assures that those recommended are in the upper 50 percent 

9 of all students reeeiving baccalaureate degress in Wisconsin in each graduation period. 

10 The policy shall indude both eomprehensive evaluation procedures and substantive, written 

11 evidence of both subjective information and objeetive measures. 

12 c. Exceptions to subpar. a. or b. may be granted to no more than 10 percent of 

13 the total number of students comp1eting certification programs in each graduation period. 

14 The SCDE shall adopt written polieies and procedures pertaining to exercising exceptions 

15 whlch shall include astudent appeal process. 

16 2. Suceessful completion of the SCDE student teaching requlre:Tlent. 

17 3. A passing score on a standardized examination in each certification major, 

18 minor and concentration. The standardized examination will be administered by the depart-

19 ment and the passiilg score shall be determined by the state superintendent. The 

20 standardized examinations may not be taken more than 3 times. The state superintendent 

21 may exempt speeiflc programs from the requirements of this subdivision or may modify 

22 the administration and format of the examination if valid and reliable examinations are 

23 not commercially avallable or if the number of lieensures in a specific area does not justify 

24 the development of avalid, reliable examination. 

25 (d) The institution shall have a written plan and program for the recruitment of 

26 students from a diversity of ethnic and radal backgrounds into teacher eduction programs 

27 and for the retentian and completian of minority stu.dents in t~ese programs. 
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1 (e) The SCDE shall have a written plan for evaluating the performance of its 

2 graduates. The evaluation plan shall be designed to provide information which may be 

3 used to improve teacher preparation program~ and to improve pr~ctices pertaining to , 

4 admission, retention, and completion. The evaluation plan shall be designed to gain

5 PI 4.08 PROFESSIONAL EDUCA TION RULES: COMMON RULES. Al! professional

8 tions underlying the development and purpose of education and current trends, issues, and
