ANALYSIS BY THE DEPARTMENT OF PUBLIC INSTRUCTION 

Statutory authority: ss. 115.28 (7)(a) and 118.19 (3), Stats. 

Statutes interpreted: s. 115.28 (7), Stats. 

Seetion 115.28 (7), Stats., requires the state superintendent to preseribe by rule standards 
and proeedures for the approval of teaeher preparatory programs leading to licensure in 
Wiseonsin. Chapter PI 4 eontains the program approval proeedures and standards applieable 
to most undergraduate and advanced teaeher and school professional prograrns. 

These amendments to ch. PI 4 earry out the first review of program standards required 
under s. PI 4.05; add standards for middle level prograrns; and add program approval standards 
for the reading requirement for all teaehers. 
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Section PI 4.05 requires the state superintendent to review eaeh program rule at 
least once every 5 years. Following reeommendations from Wiseonsin teaeher pre­
paration programs on which programs should first be reviewed, the state superin­
tendent appointed committees to review and propose modifications for the following 
program standards: the human relations training required of all professional school 
personnel (s. PI 4.06), computer scienee programs (s. PI 4.22), drama/theatre 
(s. PI 4.24), English (s. PI 4.27), foreign language (s. PI 4.30), mathematies 
(s. PI 4.36), speech communication (s. PI 4.53), reading specialist (s. PI 4.76), and 
reading teaeher (s. PI 4.77). The amendments to these sections of ch. PI 4 are based 
on the recommendations of these committees. 

2. ADDITION OF MIDDLE LEVEL PROGRAMS. 

Currently, most lieenses issued by the department permit a teaeher to teaeh at 
either the elementary (grades 1-8) level or the secondary (grades 7-12) level. How­
ever, educators recognize that pupils during the early adoleseent developmental 
period (ages 10-14) are passing through more physical, social, emotional and intellee­
tual changes than at any other time in their lives, exeept the first year. Given the 
developmental changes of the young adoleseent, the management, organization, and 
delivery of instruction at the middle school level should be different than at the 
primary and secondary levels. This requires that teaehers teaching at the middle 
schoollevel should have an understanding of the unique educational needs of the 
middle school pupils. 

For this reason, the department is making ehanges to the lieense strueture in ch. PI 3, 
and eorresponding changes to the edueational sequenees in ch. PI 4 whieh will permit 
teaehers to teach at the elementary (gratles 1 - 6), elementary/middle (grades 1-9), 
middle (grades 5-9), middle/secondary (grades 6 - 12), or secondary (grades 9-12) 
level. Programs which prepare teachers for lieensure at any of the 3 middle level 
ranges will be required to include study of the development of the young adoleseent; 
methods of teaching, ineluding organization and management of instruction for young 
adoleseent learners; and must have student teaching in the middle level grades (in 
addition to student teaching in either the elementary or secondary grades, for the 
paired levels). A program preparing teachers for only the middle (grades 5-9) level 
will require 2 minors, rather than the broad subject area preparation in the ele­
mentary program, or the single major in the seeondary program. 

3. READING AND LANGUAGE ARTS FOR ALL TEACHERS. 

Currently, ch. PI 3 requires that all teachers complete a diserete course in readingo 
Changes to ch. PI 3 will change this requirement to 12 credits in reading and language 
arts for elementary and elementary/middle level teaehers; 6 eredits in reading and 
language arts for middle, middle/secondary and secondary level teachers, speeial 
sUbject area teachers (except art, music and physical education), and pupil serviees 
personnel (except school nurses). Special education teachers, art, music and physical 
edueation teachers, and school nurses will eontinue to be required to take a discrete 
eourse in the teaching of reading and language arts. 

These ehanges to ch. PI 4 require that eourse work must consider the reading and 
language arts as interactive processes which r~quire the integration of reader, text, 
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and context factors, and specify standards for meeting the reading and language 
requirement at each level of licensure. 

4. GIFTED AND TALENTED CHILDREN. 

The rules will require all professional education programs to include study and 
experience in identifying gifted and talented children and providing access to 
appropriate learning experiences for them. 

5. COOPERATING TEACHERS. 

Increase the experience requirement for cooperating teachers from 2 years to 3 
years.
