HEARING AID DEALERS AND FITTERS 
EXAMINING BOARD ADOPTING RULES 

(CLEARINGHOUSE RULE 90-4) 

An order of the Hearing Aid Dea1ers and Fitters Examining Board to repea1 
Had 2.01 (6) and chapter Had 6 and to amend Had 2.01 (4) of the administrative 
code re1ating to trainees and access to records of the board.

In this proposed ru1e-making order the Hearing Aid Dea1ers and Fitters 
Examining Board is repea1ing Had 2.01 (6) which indicates that app1icants for 
trainee permits wi11 be expected to have know1edge of information re1ating to 
the se11ing and fitting of hearing aids contained in materia1s which the board 
has avai1ab1e. The board does not have such material on hand for app1icants 
to abtain and study, therefore this 1anguage is being repea1ed. 

The repea1 of Had 6 wou1d e1iminate that chapter re1ating to access to records 
of the board. Current 1anguage is antiquated and unnecessary as the "Freedom 
of Information 1egis1ation," found in subch. II of ch. 19, Stats., c1ear1y 
spells out what records are public and the department ru1es explain the 
custodia1 responsibi1ity of all records. 

In Had 2.01 (4) the effective date of Aprill, 1975 is being de1eted as we11 
as de1etion of the grandfather c1ause of noncance11ation or revocation that is 
re1ative to that effective date of Aprill, 1975. 

TEXT OF RULE 

SECTION 1. Had 2.01 (4) is amended to read:
