EEB 2,02 Definitions. In this chapter:
{1) “Corporation” has the meaning given ins. 115.375 (2) (a) 1, Stats.

(2) “ERB" means the environmental education board ereated under s.
15.375 (3), Stats,

{3) ““Fiscal year' means the period from July 1 of one year to June 30
of the following year,

(4) “‘Process skills’’ means those mental activities such as classifying,
ordering, understanding spatial relationships, inferring, predicting, mea-
suring, quantifying, analyzing, and interpreting in which observations
made through the senses are processed and refined,

g (5) “Public agéncy” has the meaning given in s, 115,375 (2) (a} 2,
tats.

(G} “*State agencies’” has the meaning given in s, 35.001 (4), Stats.

EEB 2.03 Environmental education hoard responsihilities. (1) Annually
by May 30, the EEB shall do the following:

{a) Advise and assist the state superintendent of publie instruction in
establishing priorities for environmental education in public schools to
be used in the event that the amount of appropriations is insufficient to
fund all applications.

{b) Advise and assist other state agencies, including the university of
Wisconsin-extension, conservation and env1r0nmenta] groups, youth or-
ganizations and nature and environmental centers in identifying needs
and establishing priorities for environmental education.

{e¢) Establish funding limits based on the amount of money appropri-
ated for the program and determine a date by which applications must
be received by the EEB,

(2) Following the establishment of the priorities, funding limits and
application deadlines under sub. {1), the EEB shall provide notice to
corporations and public agencies as follows:

{a) By letter to all corporations and public agencies which applied fora
grant in the previous year whether or not the applicant received a grant.

(b} By letter to all corporatlons and public agencies which request this
notice in writing.

{e) By a notice inserted one time in the official state newspaper.

EEB 2,04 Environmental education programs, (1) Under s. 115.375 (2)
(b)), Stats., the EEB may award a grant to a corporation or public agency
for the development, dissemination and presentation of environmental
education programs.

(2) Annually, by a date to be determined by the EEB under s. EEB
2.08 (1) (e), a corporation or public agency which intends to apply for a
grant under this chapter shall submit an application which contains all of
the following information:

(a) A statement of need for the proposed program which relates to one
or more of the priorities identified under s. EEB 2.03 (1) (a) and a
description of the target audience of the environmental education
program,

(b) A description of the environmental education goals and objectives
of the environmental education program,

(e} A deseription of the program activities to be completed during the
duration of the environmental education program, with a timetable for
completion of each major activity.

(d) A description of the measures to be used in evaluating the achieve-
ment of the environmental education program goals and objectives.

(e) A description, if applicable, of how the environmental education
program activities will continue after the grant period is completed.

(f) A description of the qualifications of the program staff te carry out
the proposed project.

(g) A description of how the environmental education program is inno-
vative or exemplary and might serve as a model for other applicants.

(h) A description of all costs of the project, including how the 25%
matching contribution described in par. (i) shall be met.

{1) Assurances for the following:

1. A matehing contribution of at least 25% of the amount of the grant
shall be provided. Private funds and in-kind contrlbutmns may be ap-
plied to meet the matehing fund requirement.

2. Grants awarded may not be used to supplant fundmg from other
sources,

(3) The EEB shall provide for the review of applications submitted
?nﬁl shall determine which applicants will receive grant awards as
ollows:

(a) Primary criteria used in awarding grants shall include the
foHowing:
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1. Theextent to which the application justifies the need for the project,
identifies the target audience, and relates it to one or more of the priority
needs established annually by the state superintendent as specified in s.
EEB 2.03 (1) (a).

2. The extent to which the environmental education goals and related
measurable objectives help the target audience of the environmental ed-
ucation program acquire one or more of the following;

a. Observational and other proeess skills which contribute to an aware-
ness of and sensitivity to the total environment and its problems.

b. Basic information about the natural environment in order to under-
stand how it functions, how it is affected by human activity and how
halt;gnong between human activity and the natural environment can he
achieved.

¢. Feelings of concern for the environment and the motivation to ac-
tively participate in environmental maintenance and improvement,

d. Skills needed to identify, investigate and take action toward the
resolution of environmental issues.

e. Experience in working individually and collectively toward the reso-
lution of environmental issues.

3. The extent to which the application describes the project activities
to be completed during the duration of the project.

4. The extent to which the measures used will evaluate the achieve-
ment of the project’s environmental goals and objectives.

5. The extent to which the project activities will continue after the
grant period is completed.

6. The extent to which the project staff are qualified to deliver the envi-
ronmental education program.

7. The extent to which the project is innovative or exemplary.

{(b) Secondary criteria used in awarding grants shall include the
following:

1. To the extent possible, grants shall be awarded to corporations and
public agencies in communities of various sizes so there is equal distribu-
tion throughout the state in both rural and urban areas.

2, To the extent possible, grants shall be awarded to corporations and
pu:])}ic agencies submitting applications serving the largest target
audience,

3. To the extent possible, grants shali be awarded to corporations and
public agencies submitting applications which indicate cooperative ef-
forts between corporations and public agencies.

(4) Unders. 115.375 (2) {e), Stats., no more than one-third of the total
amount awarded in grants in any fiscal year may be awarded to state
agencies.
