20.143 (1) (en), Stats., the department shall expend annually up to 70

percent on technical assistance and technical assistance grants and the
remainder on equity investment grants.

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DOD 17,04 Technical assistance and technical assisiance grants. (1) The
department shall hold an annual competition for technical assistance
and technical assistance grants and make an application manual avail-
able to all eligible applicants.

(2) The department shall provide technical assistance or technical as-
sistance grants to individuals, small businesses or non-profit organiza-
tions in accordance with the provisions of this chapter for the purpose of
developing and planning the start-up or expansmn of a for-profit business
that is or will be located in this state.

(3) Applications for technical assistance or technical assistance grants
shall be submitted by the deadline and according to the procedures con-
tained in the manual and, shall contain all of the following information:

(a) The ownership and ownership structure of the for-profit business
that will be the beneficiary of the technical assistance or grant.

(b) The location of the proposed business venture,
(e) The product or setvice provided by the business. .

(d) The market for the product or service, competition w1th1n the mar-
ket and any competlt:ve advantages of the business.

(e) An estlmate of the gross revenue and profit that will be generated
by the busmess over a perlod speclﬁed by the department.

(f) The process for manufacturmg the product or providing the
service.

(g) An eeﬁmate of the‘number of jobs expected to be created for per-
song with severe disabilities and the total number of jobs expected to be
created.

(h) The agencies the applicant will utilize for referrals of persons with
severe disabilities and minority group members with severe disabilities.

(b) The extent to which the expansxon or creation of the for-proﬁt busi-
nesses will increase employment in the state. .

(¢} The extent to which the expansu)n or creation of the for-profit busi-
ness is expected to create employment opportunities for persons with se-
vere disabilities and persons with severe dlsablhtles who are mmonty
group members, .

{d} The type of techmcal assmtance needed, -

(6) The maximum grant awarded under thls sectlon is $15 000 A
match equal to at least 25 % of the grant amount is required. Up to 75 %
of the required match may be in the form of in-kind services. No more
than 25 % of the in-kind match may be provided d]rectly by the appli-
cant or the small business on behalf of which application is made. To be
treated as in-kind match the services must be related to the success of the
business start-up or expansion.

DOD 17.05 Equity mvestments (1) The department may make a grant
or grants to the community development finance. company from the ap-
propriation under s, 20.143 (1) (en), Stats., for use by the commumty

(2) Grant funds received by the commumty development finance com-
pany may only be used to make equity investments in'a for-proﬁt busi-
ness if all of the requirements in-s. 560.20 (3) (b) 1. to 4., Stats., have
been met and if the community development finance company ‘deter-
mines thgt 311 of the conditions specified in 5. 234, 965 (2) (a) to (f), Stats.,
are satisfie

(8) Proceeds from any equity investments made by the community
development finance company shall be used to make additional equity
investments in accordance with the provisions of this chapter and ss.
234,965 and 560.20 (3); Stats., and’ for reasonable admmlstratlve
expenses.

(4) The cormnmunity development finance company may not make an
equity investment of more than $25, ;000 i’ any smgle for-proﬁt busmess.

(8) The community development ﬁnance company may apply to the
department for a grant at any time: The application:shall be in such-form
as the department may require and shall include the information neces-
sary to insure that the community development finance company com-
plies with the provisions of this chapter and ss. 560.20 (3) and 234.965 (2)

DOD 17.06 Coniracts. {1) Successful applicants for technical assistance
or technical assistance grants shall be required to enter into a contract
with the department. The contracts shall be signed by the secretary of
the department and the chief executive officer of the successful applicant,
or by their authorized representatives, The department may void a con-
tract and seek a refurn of any funds released under the contract for fail-
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ure by the applicant to perform its obligations under the contract.
Amendments to these eontracts may be adopted by the written consent
of both parties.

(2} The community development finance company and the depart-
ment shall enter into such contracts as are necessary to implement the
equity investment grants. The contracts shall be signed by the secretary
and the executive director of the community development finance com-
pany or by their authorized representatives. The community develop-
ment finance company shall also contraet with each for-profit business in
which it makes an equity investment after receiving written approval of
the terms of the contract from the department.

DOD 17.67 Rellmrtmg. (1) Each successful applicant for technical assis-
tance grants shall provide to the department periodic financial and pro-
gram reports. The financial and program reports shall be submitted to
the department by a date specified in the contract. The financial and
program reports become the property of the department and are open to
public inspection.

(2) The commurity development finance company shall provide to the
department an annual finanéial and program report as specified in the
contracts between the community development finance authority and
the départment.
