Accy 3.03 Examination and re-examination. (1) Candidates to write the
certified public accountant examination shall apply on an applieation
form provided by the board. Applications must be complete, signed by
the candidate, and be supported by the following:

(a) The appropriate fee.

(b} Identification photograph properly notarized.
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(e} A statement by the candidate that the education required by ss.
Accy 7,02 and 7.038 has been completed.

{2) Candidates will be notified by the board when their application is
complete and has been accepted by the board, thus authorizing the can-
didate to write, Candidates will also be notified of the examination site at
which the candidate is anthorized to write.

(3) A candidate for the examination for the first time who passes at
least 2 subjects, and whose grade on each of the remaining subjects is 50
or more, shall be conditionally credited with the subjects in which a pass-
ing grade was received, and may upon application be re-examined in the
subject or subjects falled at any 2 of the 4 semi-annual examinations
next following the examination in which qualified, provided, however,
that a candidate who passes 3 subjects shall be conditionally credited
with the subjects passed, the grade received in the remaining subject
notwithstanding.

(4) If on the first examination a candidate passes all subjects or on re-
examination, the eandidate passes the subjects which were failed or for
which eredit was not received, the candidate shall be eligible for the certi-
fied public accountant certificate, provided the other requirements of the
law and these regulations are met.

"(5) A candidate who fails in the remaining 2 trials.to receive eredit for
passing grades in the remaining subjects, shall revert to the status of a
new applicant, and will be required to write all subjects in the event the
candidate is again a candidate.

(6) A ecandidate who on first examination or at any re-examination
passes 2 subjects, but whose grade on any of the remaining subjects is less
than 50, will not receive conditional credit for the subjects passed, and
will be required to write all subjects as a new candidate. To add a subject
or subjects not passed to the subjects for which conditional eredit has
been established, a candidate must write all parts not passed, receive a
grade of at least 75 on the part or parts rewritten and to be added, and
havea grade of 50 or more on any part remaining to be passed.

(7) A candidate who on first exammat}on or re~examination has fatled
to receive a passing grade of 75 or more in at least one of the 4 subjects
written may present himself or herself for re-examination at the next
scheduled examination if all grades received were 50 or over. If one or
more grades were below 50, at least one examination shall intervene fol-
lowing the candidate’s last examination cor re-examination, excepting
that if any examination papers of a candidate were lost and consequently
not graded and the candidate could not attend the make-up examina-
tion, the candidate may present himself or herself for re-examination at
the next scheduled examination.

" (8) A candidate who is absent from writing the examination while
serving in the armed forces of the United States government and for 6
months thereafter will not be regarded as being absent when evidence of
the relevant service in the armed forces is establishéd with the hoard.

Aecy 3.07 Chealing on examination. Instances of cheating on the uni-
form certified public aceountant examination are serious breaches of in-
tegrity and indicate a lack of good professional character.

(1) IMlstrations of cheating on examination, not intended to be ali-
inclusive, are as follows:

{a) Communications concerning an examination being written be-
tween candidates inside or outside of the examination room, or copying
another’s answers,

{b) Communications concerning an examination being written with
confederates outside of the examination room.

{e) Substitution by a candidate of another person to sit in the examina-
tion room for the eandidate and write one or more of the examination
questions or papers for the candidate.

(d_} Reference to “crib notes”, text books or other material inside or
outside the examination room during periods examinations are being
written.
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(2) Penalties to be imposed by the board for cheating on the examina-
tion are to be related to the seriousness of the situation. Premeditated
cheating on the examination (planned in advance) is the most serious.

(a) Penalties may range from the entering of a failing grade on all parts
written for the examinations in which cheating oceurred and suspension
of the right to write the next scheduled examination after the examina-
tion in which cheating occurred or to the entering of a failing grade on all
parts written for the examinations in which cheating occurred and sus-
pension of the right to write for as many as the next 6 scheduled examina-
tions after the examination in which cheating occurred. Time within
which conditional eredit previously earned for passing part of the exami-
nation may be extended by board action in situations where penalties are
levied, and by as long as the pertod of suspension.

(3) If more than one candidate in a connected offense of cheating on
the examination knowingly is involved in cheating, all persons are sub-
ject to penalties, although not necessarily of the same severity.

(4) Other jurisdictions to which a candidate may apply to write the
certified public accountant examination during a period of suspension of
right to write will be notified of the penalty levied in Wisconsin.
