Chir 1.02 Definitions. As used in chs. Chir 1 to 10:

(1) `Board" means the chiropractic examining board.

(2) "Department" means the department of regulation
and licensing,

Chir 1.02 Definitions

(3) "Direct supervision" means that the treating chiro-
practor has ordered a specific patient care function to be
performed by a specific person, and is present in the treat-
ment facility while the patient care function is being per-
formed, and is immediately available to exercise personal
supervision of the patient care function if the person per-
forming the function requests.
