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which accepts hazardous waste for treatment, if the owner
or operator complies with pars, (a) to (¢). This exemption
does not apply to the treatment, storage or disposal of
sludges, residues or other hazardous waste produced dur-
ing the treatment process when this material is removed
from the impoundment or impoundments or when the
treatment process ceases, To be exempt under this subsec-
tion, the owner or operator shall:

(a) Have a WPDES permit for the discharge from the
impoundment or have the discharge from the impound-
ment eonveyed to a POTW dlrectly through a sewer or
pipe or similar conveyance; .

A hazardous waste facility may not be lo-
cated, designed; constructed or operated in a manner that
the department after investigation or review finds that
there is a reasonable probability that management of haz-
ardous waste within the area will have a detrimental ef-
fect on groundwater quality or will cause a vm]atmn of
groundwater standards under ch, NR 140,

{2) SURFACE WATER, HUMAN HEALTH AND ENVIRONMEN-
TAT, STANDARD. A hazardous waste facility may not be
located, designed, constructed or operated in a manner
allowing any surface or subsurface discharge from. the
facility into navigable waters to cause a violation of water
quality standards established in chs, NR 102 to0 105, or a
violation of s. 144.76, Stats., nor in a manner that the
department after investigation or review finds that there
is a reasonable probability that the management of haz-
ardous waste within the area will have a detrimental ef-
fect on gurface water quality.

DARD. A hazardous waste facility shall be located, de-
signed, constructed and operated in a manner preventing
air emissions from the facility from causing a violation of
standards or regulations in chs.

NR 630.12 Genera! waste analysis. (1) Before an owner or
operator treats, stores or disposes of any hazardous waste,
a detailed chemical and physical analysis of a representa-
tive sample of the waste shall be obtained from the gener-
ator. At a minimum, this analysis shall contain all the
information which must be known in order to treat, store
or dispose of the waste in accordance with the require-
menis of chs. NR 600 to 685 or the conditions of an in-
terim license, variance or approved plan of operation.

(2) The analysis may include data developed under chs.
NR 605, 610 and 625 and existing published or docu-
mented data on the hazardous waste or on waste gener-
ated from similar processes.

.- {8) The analysis shall be repeated as necessary to en-
sure that it is accurate and up to date. At a minimum, the
analysis shall be repeated:

"(a) When the owner or operator is notified, or has rea-
son to believe, that the process or operation generating
the hazardous waste has changed; and

(b) For off-site facilities, when the results of the inspec-
tion required in sub. {4} indicate that the hazardous waste
shipment received at the facility does not match the waste
designated on the accompanying manifest or shipping pa-
per. : ©

{8) The owner or operator of an off-gite facility shall
inspect and if necessary, analyze in aceordance with the
waste analysis plan required by s. NR 630.13, each haz-
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ardous waste movement received at the facility fo detes-
mine whether it matches the identity of the waste speci-
fied on the accompanying manifest or shipping paper.

NR 630.13 Waste analysis plan. (1} WASTE ANALYSIS PLAN.
The owner or operator shall develop and follow a written
waste analysis plan which describes the procedures whick
will be carried out to comply with s, NR 630.12.

At a mini-
mum, the plan shall specify:

(a) The parameters for which each hazardous waste
shall be analyzed and the rationale for the selection of
these parameters, and why analysis for these parameters
will provide sufficient information on the waste’s proper-
ties to comply with s. NR 630.12;

(b) The test methods which will be used to test for these
parameters;

(c¢) The sampling method which will be used to obtain a
representative sample of the waste to be analyzed. A rep-
resentative semple may be obtained using either:

2. An equivalent sampling method, approved by the de-
pariment.

(d) The frequency with which the initial analysis of the
waste will be reviewed or repeated to ensure that the
analysis is accurate and up to date;

(e} For off-site facilities, the waste analyses that haz-
ardeus waste generators have agreed to supply; and

(f) Where applicable, the metheds which will be used to
meet the additional waste analysis requirements for spe-
cific waste management methods as specified in ss. NR
630.17 (2), 6465.06 (3} (b) 2., 655.09, 660.13 (5) and (7),
665.09 (15) and 670.11 (2) (a).

(g) For off-site facilities, the waste analysis plan re-
quired in sub. (1) shall also specify the procedures which
will be used to inspect and, if necessary, analyze each
shipment of hazardous waste received at the facility to
ensure that it matches the identity of the waste desig-
nated on the accompanying manifest or shipping paper, At
a minimum, the plan shall deseribe;

1. The procedures which will be used to determine the
identity of each shipment of waste managed at the facility;

2, The sampling method which will be used to obtain a
representative sample of the waste to be identified, if the
identification method includes sampling; and

3. The procedures that the owner or operator of an off-
site landfill receiving containerized hazardous waste will
use to determine whether a hazardous waste generator or
treater has added a biodegradable sorbent to the waste in
the container.

(h) For surface impoundments exempted from land dis-
posal restrictions under s. NR 675.04 (1), the procedures
and schedules for:

1. The sampling of impoundment contents;

2. The analysis of test data; and

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3. The annual removal of residues which do not exhibit
a characteristic of hazardous waste, and which do not
meet the treatment standards of ss.

{(b) Disturbance of the waste or equipment, by the un-
knowing or unauthorized entry of persons or livestock
onto the active portion of a facility, will not cause a viola-
tion of the reqmrements of 8.

(2) Unless exempt under sub. (1), a facility shall have:

(8} A 24-hour surveillance system, such as television
monitoring or surveillance by guards or facility personnel

(b) 1. An artificial or natural barrier, such as a fence in
good repair or & fence combined with a ¢liff, surrounding

2. A means to control entry, at all times, through gates
or other entrances to the active portion of the facility, such
as an attendant, television monitor, locked entrance or
controlled roadway access to the facility.

(3) Unless exempt under sub. (1}, a sign with the legend,
“Danger Unauthorized Personnel Keep Out”, shall be
posted at each entrance to the active portion of a facility,
and at other locations, in sufficient numbers to be seen
from any approach to the active portion. The legend shall
be legible from a distance of at least 25 feef, Existing signs
with a legend other than “Danger Unauthorized Person-
nel Keep Out” may be used if the legend on the sign
indicates that only authorized personnel are allowed to
enter the active portion, and that entry onio the active
portion ean be dangerous.

NR 630.15 General inspection requirements. (1) GENERAL.
The owner or operator shall inspect the facility for mal-
functions and deterioration, operator errors and dis-
charges which may be causing, or may lead to, a discharge
of hazardous waste or hazardous waste constituents to the
environment or a threat to human health. The owner or
operator shall conduct these inspections often enough to
identify problems in time to correct them before: they
harm human health or the environment,

(?) InspEcTION SCHEDULE. (a) The owner or operator
shall develop and follow a written scheduls for inspecting
monitoring equipment, safety and emergency equipment,
security devices, and operating and structural equipment,
such as dikes and sump pumps, that are important to
preventing, detecting or responding to en\nronmental or
human health hazards,

(b) The schedule shall be kept at the facility,

(c) The schedule shall identify the tyfaes of problems,
such as malfunctions or deterioration, which are to be
looked for during the inspection.

Note: Examples of what to look for mclude inoperative sump pump,
leaking fitting and eroding dike,

{d) The frequency of inspection may vary for the items
on the schedule. However, it should be based on the rate of
possible deterioration of the equipment and the
probability of an environmental or human health incident
if the deferioration or malfunction or any operator error
goes undetected between inspections. Areas subject to
spills, such as loading and unloading areas, shall be in-
spected daily when in use. At a minimum, the inspection
schedule shall include the items and frequencies called for
in ¢hs, NR 630, 640, 645, 655, 660, 665 and 670, whers
inspection requirements are specified.

(3) RemeDY. The owner or operator shall remedy any
deterioration or malfunction of equipment or structures
which the inspection reveals on a schedule which ensures
that the problem does not lead fo an envirenmental or
human health hazard. Wherée a hazard is imminent or has
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already occurred, remedial action shall be taken immedi-
ately.

(4) INSPECTION LOG SUMMARY. The owner or operator
shall record inspections in an inspection log or summary.
These records shall be kept for at least 8 years from the
date of inspection. At a minimum, these records shalt in-
clude the date and time of the inspection, the name of the
inspector, a notation of the observations made, and the
date and nature of any repairs or other remedial actions.

NR 630.16 Personne! training. (1) Facility personnel shall
successfully complete a program of classroom instruction
or on-the-job training that teaches them to perform their
duties in a way that ensures the facility’s compliance with
the requirements of 8.

The owner or operator shall ensure that this program
includes all the elements described in the document re-
quired under sub. (4) {c).

{a) This program shall be directed by a person trained
in hazardous waste management procedures, and shall
include instruction which teaches facility personnel haz-
ardous waste management procedures, including contin-
gency plan implementation, relevant to the positions in
which they are employed.

(b) At a minimum, the training program shall be de-
signed to ensure that facility personnel are able to re-
spond effectively to emergencies by familiarizing them
with emergency  procedures, emergency equipment and
emergency systems, including where applicable:

1. Procedures for using, inspecting, repairing and re-
placing facility emergency and monitoring equipment;

2. Key parameters for automatic waste feed cut-off sys-
tems; .

3. Communications or alarm systems;
4. Response to fires or explosions;

5. Response to groundwater contamination incidents;
and

6. Shutdown of operations,

{2) Facility personnel employed at the facility as of Au-
gust 1, 1981, shall successfully complete the program re-
quired in sub, (1) by February 1, 1982. Personnel assigned
to the facility or to. a new position at the facility after
August 1, 1981 shall successfully complete the program
required in sub. (1) within 6 months after their date of
asgignment to a facility or to a new position at a facility.
Parsonnel may not work in unsupervised positions until
they have completed the training requirements of sub. (1).

(3) Facility personnel shall take part in an annual re-
view of the initial training required in sub. (1).

{4) The owner or operator shall maintain the following
documents and records at the facility;

{a) The job title for each position at the facility related
to hazardous waste management, and the name of the
employe filling each job;
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(b} A written job description for each position listed
under par. (a). This description may be consistent in its
degree of specificity with descriptions for other similar
positions in the same company, location or bargaining
unit, but shail include the requisite gkill, education or
other qualifications, and duties of facility personnel as-
signed to each position,

() A written description of the type and amount of both
introductory and continuing training that will be given to
each person filling a position listed in par. (a).

{d) Records that decument that the training or job expe-
rience required under subs, (1}, (2) and (3) has been given
to, and completed by, facility personnel.

(5) Training records on current personnel shall be kept
until closure of the facility. Training records on former
employes shall be kept for at least 3 years from the date
the employe last worked at the facility. Personnel training
records shall accompany personnel transferred within the
same company,

NR 630.17 General requirements for ignitable, reactive or
Incompatible wastes. (1) The owner or operator shall take
precautions to prevent accidental ignition or reaction of
ignitable or reactive waste. This waste shall be separated
and protected from sources of ignition or reaction includ-
ing but not limited to: open flames, smoking, cutting and
welding, hot surfaces, frictional heat, sparks, spontaneous
ignition and radiant heat. While ignitable or reactive
waste ie being handled, the owner or operator shall con-
fine smoking and open flame to specially designated loca-
tions, “No Smoking” signs shall be conspicuously placed
wherever there is a hazard from ignitable or reactive
waste.

(2) Where specifically required by s. NR 600.04 and chs.
NR 610 to 685, the treatment, storage or disposal of ignit-
able or reactive waste, and the mixture or commingling of
incompatible wastes or materials shall be conducted o
that it does not;

{a) Generate extreme heat or pressure, fire or explosion
or violent reaction;

(b} Produce uncontrolled toxic mists, fumes, dusts or
gases in sufficient quantities to threaten human hesalth or
the environment;

(¢) Produce uncontrolled flammable fumes or gases in
sufficient quantities to pose a risk of fire or explosions;

(d) Damage the structural infegrity of the device or fa-
cility containing the waste; or

{e) Threaten human health or the environment.

{3) When required to comply with sub. (1) or (2), the
owner or operator shall document that compliance. This
documentation may be based on references to published
scientific or engineering literature, data from trial tests,
such as bench scale or pilot scale tests, waste analyses as
specified in s. NR 630.13 (1), or the results of the treat-

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ment, of similar wastes by similar treatment processes and
under similar operating conditions.

(3} A hazardous waste facility may not be located in a
habitat determined by the department to be critical to the
continued existence of any endangered species listed in ch.,
NR 27.

(4} The depariment may require that active portions of a

(5) Portions of new facilities where treatment, storage or
disposal of hazardous waste will be conducted may not be
located within 61 meters (200 feet) of a fault which has
had displacement in Holocene time,

NR 630.20 Additional facility standards. (1) OPEN BURNING
AND DETONATION OF EXPLOSIVES, Open burning of hazard-
ous waste is prohibited except for the epen burning and
detonation of waste explosives. Waste explosives include
waste which has the potential to detonate and bulk mili-
tary propellanis which cannot safely be disposed of
through other modes of treatment. Detonation is an explo-
sion in which chemical transformation passes through the
material faster than the speed of sound. Owners or opera-
tors chooging to open burn or detonate waste explosives
shall do so in accordance with table VII and in a manner
that dees not threaten human health or the environment.
The department may require distances greater than the
minimum distances listed in table VII be used if, based on
the specific material being burned or detonated and site
specific conditions, it is determined that the burning or
detonation may potentially endanger human health or the
environment, or create nuisance conditions.

(2} PornNT SOURCE DISCHARGES. All facilities with point
gource discharges to the waters of the state including dis-
charges from leachate collection systems and surface
water run-off collection systems, shall comply with all ap-
plicable regulations promulgated under ch, 147, Stats. Ad-
ditionally, facilities with discharges to municipal sewer
systems shall meet applicable pretreatment standards
Register, May, 1995, No, 473
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and have the approval of the municipal treatment system
authority for that discharge,

(3) SURFACE WATER RUN-ON AND RUN-OFF. (a) All surface
water run-on shall be diverted from active portions of a
facility. At & minimum, dikes or equivalent structures
shall be designed, constructed and properly maintained to
divert all run-on from a 24-hour, 25-year storm.

(b) All surface water run-off from the active portions of
the facility shall be collected and confined to a point
source before discharge or treatment, as may be required
by regulations promulgated under ch. 144 or 147, Stats.
Al a minimnum, facilities shall be designed, constructed
and operated to collect all run-off from active portions of
the facility anticipated from the 24-hour, 25-year storm.

{4) GENERATION OR REMOVAL OF WASTE. Any person who
generates or removes a hazardous waste from a hazardous
waste facility shall comply with the requirements of eh.
NR 615.

(5) CLOSURE: OF NONCOMPLYING PORTIONS OF FACILITIES,
Owners or operators shall close, in accordance with the
requirements of s. NR 685.05, all portions of a facility
which do not eomply with the applicable requirements of
s. NR 600.04 and chs, NR 630 to 685.

{6} WATER QUALITY. All owners or operators shall com-
ply with applicable requirements of state water quality
management plans approved under ch. 147, Stats.

{7) NONPOINT SOURCE DISCHARGES. Nonpoint source dis-
charges from hazardous waste facilities info navigable wsa-
ters may not cause or contribute to the viclation of water
quality standards specified in chs. NR 102 o 104.

(8) POTENTIAL FOR DISCHARGE. Under 8. NR 600.07, an
owner or operator of & storage or treatment facility may be
required by the department to comply with all or part of
the requirements of 5. NR 600.04 and chs. NR 630 to 685,
including the groundwater and leachate monitoring re-
quirements of ch. NR 635, if the department determines
that there is a potential for discharge of the hazardous
waste or hazardous constituents to the environment.

NR 630.21 Preparedness and prevention. (1) Facilities
shall be designed, constructed, maintained and operated
to minimize the possibility of a fire, explosion or any un-
planned sudden or non-sudden discharge of hazardous
waste or hazardous waste constituents to the air, land or
surface water which could be harmful to human health or
the environment.

(2) All facilities shall be equipped with the following
unless it can be demonstrated to the department by the
owner or operator that none of the waste handled at the

facility could require a particular kind of equipment speci-
fied below:

(a) An alarm, a telephone immediately available at the
scene of operations, a 2-way radio or similar device capa-
ble of summoning emergency assistance from local police
departments, fire departments or state or local emergency
response feams;

(b) An internal communications system capable of pro-
viding immediate emergency instructions, voice or signal,
to facility personnel; :

(¢) Portable fire extinguishers, fire control equipment,
including apecial extinguishing equipment, such as that
using foam, inert gas or dry chemicals, spill control equip-
ment and decontamination equipment that is applicable
to the type of hazardous waste handled at the facility; and

(d) Extinguishing agents with adequate volume and ad-
equate delivery systems. ’

(3) At any time that hazardous waste is being poured,
mixed, spread or otherwise handled, all employees in-
valved in the operation shall have immediate access to an
internal or external alarm or emergency communication
device, either directly or through visual or voice contact
with another employe unless the department has deter-
mined that & device is not required under sub, (2), If at
any time during operation of the facility there is a scle
employe on the premises, that person shall have immedi-
ate access to an alarm, a telephone which is immediately
available at the scene of operation, a hand-held 2-way
radio or a similar device capable of surmmoning external
emergency assistance unless the department has deter-
mined that a device is not required under sub, (2),

{4) All facility communication or alarm systems, fire
protection equipment, spill control equipment and decon-
tamination equipment where required, shall be tested and
maintained to ensure its proper operation in time of emer-
gency.

{5) The owner or operator shall maintain aisle space to
allow the unobstructed movement of personnel, fire pro-
tection equipment, spill control equipment and decontami-
nation equipment to any area of facility operation in an
emergency, unless it can be demonstrated to the depart-
ment that aisle space is not needed for any of these pur-
poses,

(6) The owner or aperator shall altempt to make service
arrangements, as appropriate, for the type of waste han-
dled at the facility and the potential need for the services.
Where state or local authorities decline to participate in
these arrangements, the owner or operator shall docu-
ment their refusal in the operating record. These arrange-
ments are: '

(a) Familiarize police, fire departments and emergency
response teems with the layout of the facility, properties
of the hazardous waste handled at the facility and associ-
ated hazards, places where facility personnel would nor-
mally be working, entrances to and roads inside the facil-
ity and possible evacuation routes;

(b) Where more than one police and fire department
may respend to an emergency, agreements designating
primary emergency authority to a specific police and a
specific fire department, and agreemants with any others
to provide support to the primary emergency authority;

{¢) Agreements with state emergency resporise teams,
emergency response contractors and equipment suppliers;
and

(d) Familiarize local hospitals with the properfies of
hazardous waste handled at the facility and the types of
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injuries or illnesses which could result from fires, explo-
sions or discharges at the facility.

NR 630.22 Contingency plan and emeraency procedures.
(1) ConTiNGENCY PLAN. (a) The owner or operator of a
facility shall develop a contingency plan so as to prevent
or minimize human health or environmental damage in
the event of fire, explosion or any unplanned sudden or
nonsudden discharge of hazardous waste or hazardous
waste constituents fo air, land, groundwater or surface
water. The provisions of the plan shall be implemented
immediately in the event of a fire, explosion or discharge
of hazardous waste or hazardous waste constituents
which could threaten human health or the environment.

(b) A copy of the cﬁntingency plan and all revisions of
the plan shall be: ' h '

1, Kept at the fucility office;

2, Sent to all local police departments, fire departments,
hospitals and emergency: response teams who may be
called on to provide emergency services; and

3. Filed with the department.

(¢) The plan shall be reviewed and immediately
amended, if necessary, whenever:

1. The facility operating license, interim license, vari-
ance or waiver is amended;

2. The contingency plan fails in an emergency;

3. The facility changes in its design, construction, opera-
tion, maintenance or other circumstances in a way that
materially increases the potential for fire, explogsion or
discharge of hazardous waste or hazardous waste constit-
uents, or changes the response necessary in an emer-
gency; '

4. The list of emergency coordinators changes; or
5. The liat of emergency equipment changes.

(d) At all times when the facility is in operation there
shall be at least ane person present with the responsibility
of coordinating all emergency response measures. When
the facility is not in operation, the facility emergency eoor-
dinator shall be present or on call and available to re-
spond fo an emergency by reaching the facility in a short
period of time. The facility emergency coordinator shall be
thoroughly familiar with all aspects of the facility’s contin-
gency plan, all operations activities at the facility, the
location and characteristics of waste handled, the location
of manifests within the facility, and the facility layout. In
addition, the person shall have the authority to commit
the resources needed to carry out the contingency plan.

(e) The contingency plan shall, as a miniinum, contain
the following:

1. The name, position, address and phone number, office
and home, of all persons qualified {o act as facility emer-
gency coordinator as described in par. (d), and this list
shall be kept up to date. Where more than one person is
listed, one shall be designated as the primary emergency
coordinator and others shall be listed in the order in
which they will assume responsibility as alternates, For
new facilities, this information shall be supplied to the

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department at the time an operating license application is
submitted,

2. A description of the facility layout, types of waste
handled and its associated hazards, places where facility
personnel would normally be working and entrances to
and roads inside the facility,

3. An evacuation plan for facility personne! where nec-
essary. This plan shall describe signals to be used to begin
evacuation, evacuation routes and alternate evacuation
routed, ' o

4. Procedures for emergency shutdown of facility opera-
tions, and the actions facility personnel shall take to com-
ply with subs. (1) and (2) in response to fires, explosions or
any unplanned sudden or non-sudden discharge of haz-
ardous waste or hazardous waste constituents to the air,
land or surface water at the facility. '

6. A description of the procedures that will be used to
notify local police departments, fire departments, hospi-
tals and emergency response teams of the discharge of
hazardous waste, fire or explosion at the facility.

6. A current list of all emergency equipment at the facil-
ity, such as fire extinguishing equipment, spill equipment,
internal and external alarms, and decontamination equip-
ment where this equipment is required. The list shall
include the location, physical description and the capabili-
ties of each item,

7. A description of the arrangements agreed to under s.
NR 620.21 (6} by local police departments, fire depart-
ments, hospitals, contractors and emergency response
teams to coordinate emergency services,

(D) Facility employes shall be familiarized with all emer-
gency procedures, equipment and systems contained in
the contingency plan. ’

(g) If the owner or operator has already prepared a spill
prevention, control and countermeasures (SPCC) plan in
accordance with 40 CFR 112, July 1, 1990, this plan need
only be amended to incorporate hazardous waste manage-
ment provisions that are sufficient fo comply with the
requirements of 8. NR 600.04 and chs. NR 630 to 685.

(2) EMERGENCY PROCEDURES, (a) In the event that a
facility has, or there iz an imminent threat that the facil-
ity may have, a discharge of hazardous waste or hazard-
ous substance, a fire, explosion or other emergency which
has the potential for damaging human health or the envi-
ronment, the facility’s emergency coordinator shall:

1. Activate internal facility alarms or communieation
systems to notify ail personnel of an imminent or actual
emergency situation, where applicable.

2, Telephone the division of emergency government and
comply with the requirements of 5. 144.76, Stats,, ch, NR
158, and if the discharge of hazardous waste is from an
underground storage tank system, the reporting require-
ments of ch. NR 705.
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Note: The division of emergency government’s 24-hour toll-free number
is 1-800-043-0003.

8. Immediately identify the character, source, amount
and areal extent of any discharged materials. This may be
done by observation or review of facility records or
manifests, and, if necessary, by chemical analysis,

4. Asgess possible hazards to human health or the envi-
ronment which may result from the discharge, fire or ex-
plosion. This assessment shall consider both direct and
indirect effects of the discharge, fire or explosion such as
the effects of any toxic, irritating or asphyxiating gases
that are generated, or the effects of any hazardous surface
water run-off from water or chemical agents used to con-
trol fire and heat induced explosions. - :

5. Immediately notify appropriate authorities, if an as-
sessment indicates that a discharge, fire or explosion
could threaten human health or the environment outside
the facility, and that evacuation of local areas may be
advisable. The emergency coordinator shall be available to
hslp appropriate officizls decide whether local areas shall
be evacuated. The emergency coordinator shall notify ei-
ther the division of emergency government or the national
response center, The report shall include:

a. Name and telephone number of the person who is
reporting;

b. Name and address of the facility;
c. Name and type of incident;

d. Name and quantity of material or materials involved,
to the extent known; - )

e. The extent of injuries, if any; and

f. The possible hazards to human health of the enviroﬁ-
ment, outside the facility.

6. Take all reasonable measures necessary to ensure
that fires, explosions and discharges do not occur, recur or
gpread to other hazardous waste at the facility. These
measures shall include, where applicable, stopping
processes and operations, collecting and containing dis-
charge waste, and removing or isolating containers.

7. Monitor for leaks, pressure buildup, gas generation or
ruptures in valves, pipes or other equipment, where ap-
propriate, if the facility stops operation in response to a
fire, explosion or discharge.

8. Provide for treating, storing or disposing of recovered
waate, contaminated seil or surface water, or any other
material that results from a discharge, fire or explosion at
the facility, immediately after an emergency.

9. Ensure that, in the affected areas of the facility, no
waste that may be incompatible with the discharged ma-
terial is treated, stored or disposed of until cleanup proce-
dures are completed; and all emergency equipment listed
in the contingency plan is clean and fit for its intended use
before operations are resumed.
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(b) The owner or operator shall notify the department
and the appropriate local authorities that the facility is in
compliance with par. {a) 9. before operations are resumed
in the affected areas of the facility.

(¢) The owner or operator shall note in the operating
record the {ime, date and details of any incident that re-
quires implementing the contingency plan. Within 15
days after the incident, the owner or operator shall submit
a written report on the incident to the department, The
report shall inctude;

1, Name, address and telephone number of the owner or
operator;

2. Name, address and telephone number of the facility;

3, Date, time and type of mcldent such as fire or explo-
sion;

4, Name and quantity of materialg involved;
5. The extent of injuries, if any;

6. An assessment of actual or potential hazards to

human health or the environment, where this is applica-
ble; -

7. Estimated quantity and disposition of reeovered ma-
terial that resulted from the incident;

8. A narrative describing the known or suspected causes
of the incident and a statement describing the measures
taken to investigate the cause. The narrative shall also
describe any necessary measures which have been or shall
be taken to prevent incidents in the future; and

9. Any amendments to the contmgency plan as required
in sub. (1) (b} and (e).

{2) No hazardous waste facility operator shall accept a
manifested shipment of hazardous waste that does not
meet the following requirements:

{a) The manifest is complete.

{b) Each container and portable tank containing haz-
ardous waste is properly marked and labeled.

{¢) The manifests, the markings and the labels are con-
sistent,

(3) No hazardous waste facility operator may accept a
hazardous waste that the facility operator is not allowed
to manage under that hazardous waste facility’s license,
interim license, variance, waiver or licensing exemption
under chs. NR 600 to 685.

(4) If a facility receives hazardous waste accompamed
by a manifest, the owner, operator or an employe shall:

{a) Sign and date each copy of the manifest to certify
that the hazardous waste covered by the manifest was
received;
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(b} Note any significant manifest discrepancies in the
manifest that meets the criteria of sub, (8) on each copy of
the manifest;

(c) Immediately give the transporter at least one copy of
the signed manifest;

(d) Within 30 days after the delivery, send a copy of the
manifest to the generator; and

(e) Retain at the facility a copy of each manifest for at
least 3 years from the date of delivery.,

(f) Send a copy of each manifest, which contains all the
information required in s. NR 615.08 (8) or (9), as appro-
priate, to the department within 5 working days. A fee of
$2 shall be charged for each manifest submitted. The de-
partment will bill each facility for accumulated manifest
review fees.

(5) If a hazardous waste facility receives, from a rail or
water bulk shipment transporter, hazardous waste which
is accompanied by a shipping paper containing all the
information required on the manifest, excluding the iden-
tification number, generator’s certification and signature,
the owner or operator, or an employe shalk:

- (a) Sign and date each copy of the shipping paper to
certify that the hazardous waste covered by the shipping
paper was received;

{b) Note any significant discrepancies in the shipping
paper that meet the criteria of suh. (6) on each copy of the
shipping paper;

(c) Immediately give the rail or water bulk shipment
transporter at least one copy of the shipping paper;

(d) Within 30 days after the delivery, send a copy of the
signed and dated shipping paper to the generator; how-
ever, if a manifest is received within 30 days after the
delivery, the owner or operator, or an employe shall sign
and date the manifest and return it to the generator in
lieu of the shipping paper;

(e) Retain at the facility a copy of each shipping paper
and manifest for at least 3 years from the date of delivery;
and

(f) Send a copy of the shipping paper to the department
within 5 working days.

{6) Upon discovering a significant manifest diserepancy,
the owner or operator shall attempt to reconcile the dis-
crepancy with the waste generator or transporter, such as
with telephone conversations. If the discrepancy is not
resolved within 15 days after receiving the waste, the
owner or operator shall immediately submit to the depart-
ment a letter describing the discrepancy and attempis to
reconcile it, and a copy of the manifest or shipping paper
at issue. .

(7) Whenever a shipment of hazardous waste is initiated
from a facility, the owner or operator of that facility shall
comply with the requirements of ch. NR 615.

(h) Monitoring, testing or analytical data, and correc-
tive action where required by ss. NR 640.08, 640.13 (3),
655.08, 660.14 and 665.09 (10}, and chs. NR 635 and 646;

(i} Closure, and for disposal facilities, long-term care
cost estimates required by s. NR 685.07 (2);

() A waste minimization certification statement in ac-
cordance with s. NR 630.32 (1);

(k) Records of the quantities and date of placement for
each shipment of hazardous waste placed in land disposal
units under an extension to the effective date of any land
disposal restriction granted or a petition pursuant to ch.
NR 675, and the notice required by a generator under s.
NR 675.05;

(1) For an off-site treatment facility, a copy of the notice
required by a generator under s, NR 675.05.

(m) For an on-site treatment facility, the information
contained in the notice required by a generator under s,
NR 6756.06, except for the manifest number;

{n) For an off-site land disposal facility, a copy of the
notice and certification required by the owner or operator
of a treatment facility under s. NR 675.05, or a copy of the
notice and certification reguired by the generator under s.
NR 676.05, whichever is applicable; and

(0} For an on-site land disposal facility, the information
contained in the notice required under s. NR 675.05, ex-
cept for the manifest number, or the information con-
tained in the notice required by a treater under s. NR
675.05, except for the manifest number, whichever is ap-
plicable.

(2} All records including plans required under chs. NR
630 to 685 shall be furnished upon request, and made
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available at sll reasonable times for inspection, by any
officer or employe of the department.

NR 630 to 685 may be extended upon written notice
from the department to the owner or operator of the faeil-
ity, specifying the records or types of records that are {o be
retained.

(4) A copy of records of waste disposal locations and
quantities under sub.

(5) The identity and loeation of all stored hazardous
waste shall be known throughout the entire storage pe-
ried.

NR 630.32 Waste minimization. (1) WASTE MINIMIZATION
CERTIFICATION. A waste minimization certification signed
by the owner or operator no less often than annually shall
be maintained in the operating record of the facility in
accordance with s, NR 630.31. This certification shall
state that a program is in place to reduce the volume and .
toxicity of hazardous waste generated to the degree deter-
mined by the owner or operator to be economically practi-
cable. This certification shall further state that the pro-
posed method of treatment, storage or disposal is the prac-
ticable method currently available to the owner or
operator which minimizes the present and future threat to
human health and the environment, :

{2) WASTE MINIMIZATION REPORTING. (enerators who
treat, store or dispose of hazardous waste on-site shall
include, as part of their annual activity report required
under .

(a) A description of the effort undertaken during the
calendar year to reduce the volume and toxicity of hazard-
ous waste generated.

(b) A description of the changes in volume and foxicity
of hazardous waste actually achieved during the calendar
year in comparison to previous years to the extent infor-
mation is available for the years prior to 1984. '

NR 630.40 Reporting. (1) ANNUAL ACTIVITY REPORT. The
owner or operator shall prepare and submit an annual
report to the department by March 1 of each year. The
annual report shall be submitted on department forms,
ghall cover facility activities during the previcus calendar
year and shall, at a minimum, include the following infor-
mation:

{a} The identification number, name and address of the
facility;
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(1) The calendar year covered by the report;

(g} A waste minimization report as specified in 5. NR
630.32 (2);

(h) A certification signed by the owner or operator of the
facility, or its authorized representative as specified in s.
NR 680.06 (2) and 680.41, stating that “I certify under
penalty of law that this document and all attachments
were prepared under my direction or supervision in accor-
dance with a system designed to assure that qualified
personnel properly gather and evaluate the information
submitfed. Based on my inquiry of the person or persons
who manage the system, or those persons directly respon-
sible for gathering the information, the information sub-
mitted is to the best of my knowledge and belief, accurate
and complete. I am aware that there are significant penal-
ties for submitting false information, including the possi-
bility of fine and imprisonment for knowing violations,”

(2) UNMANIFESTED WaSTE REPORT. If a facility accepts
for treatment, storage or disposal any hazardous waste
from an off-site source without an accompanying mani-
fest, or without an accompanying shipping paper as de-
seribed in s, NR 620,07, and if the waste is not excluded
from the manifest requirement by s. NR 610.056 (1), then
the owner or operator shall prepare and submit a report to
the department within 15 days of receiving the waste. The
report shall, at a minimum, contain the following informa-
tion:

(a) The identification number, name and address of the
facility;

(b} The date the facility received the waste;

(c) The identification number, name and address of the
generator and transporter, if available;

(d) The date that the unmanifested hazardous waste
was transported from the point of generation, if known;

(e} A description, such as by waste code under ss, NR

605.08, 605.09 and 6056 - Appendix IV, and

(f) U.5. DOT shipping name, hazard class and ID num-
ber, if known, and

(g) The quantity of each unmanifested hazardous waste
received;

{h) The method of treatment, storage or disposal for
each hazardous waste;

(i} A brief explanation of why the waste was unmani-
fested, if known;

(i) The name and address of the waste’s final destina-
tion; and

(k) A certification signed by the owner or operator of the
facility, or its authorized representative as specified in s.
NR 680.05 (2) or 680.41, stating that “I certify under pen-
alty of law that this document and all attachments were
prepared under my direction or supervision in accordance
with a system designed to assure that gqualified personnel
properly gather and evaluate the information submitted.
Based on my inquiry of the person or persons who manage
the system, or those persons directly responsible for gath-
ering the information, the information submitted is to the
best of my knowledge and belief, accurate and complete. I
am aware that there are significant penalties for submit-
ting false information, including the possibility of fine and
imprisonment for knowing violations.”

{3) ADDITIONAL REPORTS. In addition to submitting the
annual activity reports and unmanifested waste reports
described in subs. (1) and (2), the owner or operator shall
also report the following to the department:

(a) Discharges, fires and explosions as specified in 5. NR
630.22 (2);

{(b) Facility closures specified in s. NR 685.05 (10) (h);
and

{c) As otherwise required by chs. NR 6365, 655 and 660,
or by a license, variance or plan approval for surface im-
poundments, waste piles, landfills and other sites or facili-
ties where the department may require additional infor-
mation.
