ATCP 42.54 Non-proteln nitrogen. (1) Use oF Nox-
PROTEIN NITROGEN INGREDIENTS. No non-protein nitrogen ingre-
dient, such as urea, di-ammonium phosphate, ammonium poly—
phosphate solution or ammoniated rice hulls, may be used as a
source of equivalent crude protein in a commercial feed intended
for non—ruminant animals. This subsection does not prohibit the
use of non-protein nitrogen ingredienis for other nutrient pur-
poses in a commercial feed intended for non—ruminant animals,
provided that all of the following apply:

(a) The non—protein nitrogen ingredients are identified in the
1996 official publication of the association of American feed con-
trol officials.

Note: Copies of the official publication of the association of American feed con-
wol officials are on file with the department, the secretary of state and the revisor of
statutes. You may also obtain a copy from the AAFCO treasurer whose address is
available from the department.

(b) The equivalent crude protein incidentally provided by all
of the non—protein nitrogen ingredients does notexceed 1.25% by
weight of the commercial feed.
