REQUIREMENTS FOR RENEWAL

Psy 4 .01 Biennial renewal . On or before September 30
of the odd-numbered year following issuance of the license, the
licensee shall apply for renewal to the department and submit the
fee specified in s . 440.05 (3), Stats .., and shall meet the continuing
education requirements specified in s .. Psy 4 ..02 :

Psy 4.02 Continuing education . (1) REQUIREMENTS
FOR CONTINUING EDUCATION (a) Unless granted a postponement
or waiver under par.. (g), every licensee shall complete at least 40
houxs of board-approved continuing education in each biennial
registration period, as specified in s .455 ..06, Stats .. The board may
require that not more than 20 continuing education hours in each
biennial registration period be acquired within specified topic
areas .

(b) Continuing education houxs may apply only to the registta-
tion period in which the houi s are acquixed.. If' a license has been
allowed to lapse, the board may grant permission to apply contin-
uing education hours acquired after lapse of the license to a pre-
vious biennial period of licensure during which required continu-
ing education was not acquixed„ In no case may continuing
education hours be applied to more than one biennial period..

(c) To meet the continuing education requirement, a licensee
shall submit to the board a certificate of attendance, .

(d) Unless granted a postponement or waiver under par ., (g), a
licensee who fails to meet the continuing education requirements
by the renewal deadline shall cease and desist from practice, .

(e) During the time between initial licensure and commence-
ment of a full 2-year licensure period new licensees shall not be
required to meet continuing education xequirements

.(f) Applicants from other states applying under s„ 455 .04 (1)
(e) or (4) (f), Stats„ shall submit proof of completion of at least 40
hours of' continuing education approved by the board within 2
years pxior to application

.(g) A licensee may apply to the board f'or'a postponement or
waiver of the requirements of this section on grounds of'prolonged
illness or disability, or on other grounds constituting extreme
hardship.. The board shall consider each application individually
on its merits, and the board may grant a postponement, partial
waiver or total waiver as deemed appropriate .

(h) The board may grant an exemption from the requirements
of this sec *.ion to a licensee who cer*dfies to the boa:d that he ox- she
has permanently retired from the active practice of psychology .

(i) A licensee who has been granted an exemption fiom the
requirements of this section based on retirement from the active
practice of psychology may not return to the active practice of
psychology without submitting evidence satisfactoxy to the board
of having completed at least 40 credits of continuing educationfox
each of the biennia during which the licensee was granted an
exemption.

(2) APPROVAL OF CONTINUING EDUCATION PROGRAMS SUB-

(d) Continuing educationprogxams may include subject mat-
tet other than psychology ; howevex, only th eparts of the program
that are psychology or relate to the practice of psychology shal l be
eligible for credit, if apptoved by th e boaxd

,(e) Decisionsfor board approv al shall be made within 60 days
of the board meeting following receipt of the request.

(f) Continuing education programs an d courses sponsored or
co-sponsored by a presenter approved by the committee for the
approval of continuing education sponsors of the American psy-
chological association are acceptable to th eboard and need not be
submitted to th e board for approval .,

(3) APPROVAL OF CONTINUING EDUCATION PROGRAMS SUB-
MITTED BY LICENSEES, To obtain approval of a continuing educa-
tion program for which th e sponsor has not sought approval , a
licensee sh all submit to the board information including the title,
general description and outline of the program, the learning objec-
tives of th e program, the target participants and intended audi-
ence, a copy of the program evaluation form or a description of the
eval uation pl an, the dates, the location, and the name an d qu alifi-
cations of the instructor of the progxam .

(4) APPROVAL OF SELF-DEVELOPED CONTINUING EDUCATION

PROGRAMS„ (a) The board shall consider granting continuing

ogy couxses and seminaxs taught for the fixst time, study groups,

and relevant readings and wxitings
