43.17 (4), Stats., to direct and admin-
ister the library or system.

(2) GemeraL. Administrators employed by a public library
system, county library system or any mwunicipal public library,
except a library in a city of the first class, supported in whole or
in part by public funds, shall hold certification as described in this
section. Applications for librarian certificates under this section
shall be made in writing to the division.

(3) REGULAR CERTIFICATION, The following requirements and
grades of certification are established:

(a) Grade I! 1, Administrators of municipal, joint and county
public libraries with a municipal, joint municipal or county popu-
lation of 6,000 or more and administrators of public library sys-
tems shall hold grade T certification,

Grades I,
10, and I{ certificates granted prior to January 1, 1995, under pre-
vious certification rules shall continue to be valid as long as the
certificate holder continues to renew the certificate as required
under sub. (5). Permanent certificates issued under certification
rules in effect prior to May 1, 1979, shail continue to be valid.

{5) CerripicATiON RENEWAL. Certificates under sub. (3) may
be renewed upon evidence which satisfies the division that the
holder has participated in continuing education in librarianship
which is either directly related to the position held or will permit
advancement in the profession as follows:

tem such plan shall indicate the funds to be used by the system for
system services.

{3) FILING SERVICE CONTRACTS. A public library system shall
file with the division for Hbrary services copies of all contracts
regarding services. Included shall be intersystem contracts; con-
tracts with other types of libraries, information centers, and educa-
tional organizations; and any interstate contracts developéd A
federated system, addumnal[y, shall file contracts congerning sys-
tem organization, and services among its members.

(4) REPORTING AND FINANCIAL REQUIREMENTS. Each system
shall: *

(a) Maintain all official records at the system administrative
headquarters for at least 10 years.

(b) Maintain appropriate public records of the system’s finan-
cial activities in accordance with accepiedl accounting practices.

(c) File an annual report on a form prescribed by the division,
describing its operations and reporting on Hs income, expendi-
tures, and programs.

(d) Cause an annual audit of the records to be made by a quali-
fied auditor, and file a copy of such audit with the division for
library services.

Subchapter IV — Interlibrary Borrowing

P16.10 Definitlons. In this subchapter;

(1) “Interlibrary borrowing services” means services which
involve the direct borrowing of library materials by an individual
holding a valid borrower’s card of another participating public
library.

{2) “Loan’ means a unit of services that involves checking out
a single item from the library to an individual for use outside the
library for a specified period. A renewal of that loan constitutes
a separate loan.
