DWD 278 . 01 Allowance . (1) When earnings are the sub-
,ject of a garnishment action, the garnishee shall pay over to the
principal defendant on the date when the earnings would normally
be payable, a subsistence allowance which is the gieatex of the fol-
lowing :

(a) Monthly basis . 75% of the disposable earnings earned then
due or owing; or an amount equal to 130 times the federal mini-
mum wage,

(b) Weekly basis . 75% of the defendant's disposable earnings
then due or owing; or an amount equal to 30 times the federal
minimum hourly wage for each full week of the pay per i od..

(c) Daily basis .. 75% o fthe disposable earnings earned then
due or owing ; or an amount equal to 6 times the federal minimum
wage..

(d) Commission or bonus basis . 75% of the earnings earned
then dueor owing; or an amount equal to that computed under paz .
(a), (b) or (c) .

(2) For the purpose ofthis rule "federal minimum hourly
wage" means that wage prescribed by section 6 (a) (1) of the fair
labor standards act of 1938 as amended.
