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CHAPTER 87.

AN ACT to authorize Mary 11. Robbins, a minor, to convey and 
devise real and personal property,and to transact other business, 
the same as she might lawfully do if of lawful age. 

The people of the state of Wisconsin, represented is m-
ate and assembly, do enact as follows: 

Noy hold sad 	SECTION 1. Mary H. Robbins, wife of Denslow rat pal estate 
Robbins, formerly Mary H. Hewitt, a minor, residing 
in the town of Marengo, McHenry county, state of Il-
linois, may hold, grant, bargain, sell, release, convey, 
devise and bequeath real and personal property situa-
ted and lying in the state of Wisconsin, and any right, 
title, interest and estate therein, and the rents, issues 
and profits thereof; may compromise and settle claims 
affecting the same, give and receive acquittances, and 
may transact any other business in connection there-
with in like manner and with like force and effect as if 
she were of lawful age. 

SECTION 2. This act shall take effect and be in force 
from and after its passage and publication.

CHAPTER 88. 

[Published Februsty 146  1864.] 

AN ACT to legalize the tax roll of the town of Eden, Food thy Las 
county, Wisconsin, for the year 1868. 

The people of the state of Wisconsin, represented in sew 
ate and assembly, do enact as follows: 

SECTION 1. The tax roll of the town of Eden, 
Fond du Lac county, state of Wisconsin, for the year 
1868, as made by the town clerk of said town, is here-
by legalized and declared to be valid for all purposes 
whatsoever, notwithstanding the law may not have 
been complied with in all respects, in making out and 
delivering the said roll to the treasurer of said town. 

SECTION 2. This act shall take effect and be in force 
from and after its passage.
