AN ACT to amend subsection (2) of section 16.11 of the stat-
utes, relating to civil service. 

The people of the State of Wisconsin, represented in Senate and 
Assembly, do enact as follows: 
SECTION 1. Subsection (2) of section 16.11 of the statutes 

is amended to read: (16.11) (2) The competitive examina-
tions shall be free and open to all applicants who are citizens of 
the United States and of this state and who have fulfilled the 
Preliminary requirements stated in section 16.12, and Shall be 
held at such times and places as in the judgment of the com-
mission, most nearly meet the convenience of applicants and 
the needs of the service. The civil service commission may, 
through special action, open competitive examinations to resi-
dents of other states who are citizens of the United States and 
who have fulfilled the preliminary requirements stated in sec-
tion 1612. 

SECTION 2. This act shall take effect upon passage and pub-
lication.
