University and Ohio State University pursuing a degree in education before

beginning a lengthy career with the Army National Guard serving with the Ohio

Army National Guard before transferring to the Wisconsin Army National Guard;

Whereas, Wisconsin Army National Guard Master Sergeant Naseman was

united in marriage on March 20, 1999, with the love of his life Peggy Chmielewski

and they had two wonderful sons, Cole and Carter.  He was an extremely loving

husband, father, son, brother, father, uncle, and friend; and
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Whereas, Wisconsin Army National Guard Master Sergeant Naseman made

the ultimate sacrifice while proudly defending his country and advancing the cause

of freedom for the Iraqi people and will always be remembered for his bravery,

courage, and love of family and friends; now, therefore, be it
