457.12 Shop managers . (1) No bar'ber ' shop may be con-
ducted in this state except by one who holds a shop manager ' s
license issued by the examining board , as provided in this
section .. The examining board shall issue a separate shop
manager's license for each shop , which is valid only in the
place specified in the license , and which is not transferable.
