340 01 "' Words and pleases defined .

(f)* Such emergency vehicles of ' state departments as are desig-
nated or authorized by the heads of such departments to be autho-
rized emergency vehicles ;

(g) Such ambulances, publicly owned, as are designated or
authorized by local authorities to be authorized emergency vehi-
cles .

(h) The county board of supervisors of any county may autho-
rize the county coroners or medical examiners to use an emer-
gency vehicle for- the purpose of traveling en route to the scene of
a fatal accident or a death and on such other occasions as are
author ized pursuant to par. (e) .

(i) Such ambulances which are privately owned and are opet •-
ated by owners or their, agents and which vehicles are author ized
bythe sheriff' or others designated by the county board to be oper-
ated as emergency vehicles The sher i ff' or others designated by
the county board may make such authorization which shall be in
writing ; and which shall be effective throughout the state until
rescinded . .

Such wri tten authorization shall at all times be carried on each
ambulance used for emergency purposes . . The sheriff shall keep
a file of` such authorizations in the sheriff ' s office for public
inspection, and all other persons permitted to issue author i zations
shall file a copy of all author i zations issued with the sheriff 'who
shall keep them on file` .

(a) Type 1 is a motor vehiclee designed and used primar i ly for

carrying persons but which does not come within the definition of
a motor bus, motorcycle, moped or motor bicycle.

(b), Type 2 is a motor vehicle capable of speeds in excess of 30
miles per, hour on a dry, level, hard surface with no wind, designed
and built to have at least 3 wheels in contact with the ground, a
power souice ' as an integral part of' thevehicle, a curb weight of
at least 1,500 pounds, and a passenger and operator area with sides
permanently enclosed with rigid construction and a top .p which

'mayy be convertible.
(4e) "Automobile haulaway" means a combination of 2 vehi-

cles specially designed , constructed and used to transport opera-
tional motor- vehicles

(5) "Bicycle" means every device propelled by the feet acting
upon pedals and having wheels any 2 of which are not less than
14 inches in diameter .

(5e) "Bicycle lane" means that portion of a roadway set aside
by the governing body of any city, town, village or county for the
exclusive use of bicycles ar ' other modes of' travel where permitted
under s . . 349 23 (2) (a), and so designated by appropriate signs and
markings .

(5m) "Bike route" means any bicycle lane, bicycle way or
highway which has been duly designated by the governing body
of any city, town, village or county and which is identified by
appropriate signs and markings .

(5s) "Bicycle way" means any path or sidewalk or portion
thereof designated for- the use of bicycles by the governingg body
of any city, town, village or county .

340.01 Words and phrases defined. In s. 23,33 and
chs .' 340 to 349 and 351, the following words and phrases have the
designated meanings unless a different meaning is expressly pro-
vided oi'the-context clearly indicates a d ifferent meaning.

(1 m) "Adverse weather lamp" means a lamp specially
designed, to provide road illumination under conditions of rain,
snow, dust or fog.

(1q) "Alcohol"' means any substance containing any form of
alcohol including, but not limited to, ethanol, methanol, propanol
and isopropanol

(iv) "Alcohol concentration" means any of ' .the following :
(a) , The number of grams of' alcohol per 100 milliliters of ' a per-

son'sblood,
(b) The number of grams of ' alcohol per 210 liter s of a person's

breath . . .
(2) "Alley" means every highway within the corporate limits

of a city, village or town primar i ly intended to provide access to
the rear of property ; fronting upon another highway and not for ' the
use of' through traffic,

(2g) "All-terrain vehicle" means an engine-driven device
which has a net weight of 650 pounds or less, which hass a width
of 48 inches or less,: which is equipped with a seat designed to be
straddled by the operator and which is designed to travel on 3 or '
more low-pressure tires . 'A 'low=pressure tire is a tire which has
a minimum width of'6"inches, which is designed to be mounted on
a rim with a maximum diameter- of 12 inches and which is
designed "to be inflated with an operating pressure not to exceed
6 pounds per' square inch- as recommended by the manufacturer.

(2m) "Articulated bus" means a bus constructed in 2 sections
and supported by 3 or ' more axles with the sections of the vehicle
hinged in the horizontal plane and so designed that passengers
may move f reely from ;e then section to the other .

(2q) , "Auction company" means any person who, for com-
pensation, takes possession, whetherr on consignment or' in the
form ,of a bailment or any other arrangement, of a motor vehicle
owned by a motor vehicle dealer and offers it for sale at an auction
that is open only to motor vehicle dealers or wholesalers .

(3) "Authorized emergency vehicle" means any of' the follow-
ing: ; . .

(a) Police vehicles, whether publicly or privately owned ;
(b) Conservation wardens' vehicles or foresters' trucks,

whether publicly or privately owned ;
(c); Vehicles of a fire department or fire patrol ; . .
(d) Privately owned motor vehicles being used by deputy state

fire marshals or by personnel of a full-time or, pail-time fire
department or by members of a volunteer fire department while
enroute to a fire or on an emergency call pursuant to orders of' their
chief'6 or other commanding officer;

(dm) A privately owned motor vehicle which is :
L' Designated or , authori zed by an ambulance service or res-

cue squad chief in w riting annually
2. Used by an emergency medical technician licensed under

s 146 . 50 of an ambulance dri ver or first responder autho rized by
the chief' of an ambulance service or rescue squad .

(e) ` Such emergency vehicles of municipal or county depart-
ments or public service cor porations as are designated or autho-
rizedby the local author i ties to be author i zed emergency vehicles ;
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(6m) "Campingg trailer" means a vehicle with a collapsible or
folding structure designed for- human habitation and towed upon ;
a highway by a motor vehicle .

(6r) "Car pool vehicle" means a motor truck having a gross
weight of 6,000 pounds or less or an automobile or a motor bus
when such vehicles are transporting 2 or more per sons, or a motor-
cycle . "Car, pool vehicle" does not include any vehicle which is
towing a trailer .

(7) "Clearance lamps" means lamps on the left and right sides
of'the front and rear of a vehicle which show to the front and rear
to mark the extreme sides of the vehicle .

(7m) "Commercial driver license" means a license issued to
a person by this state or another jurisdiction which is in accord-
ance with the requirements of the federal commercial motor vehi-
cle safety act of 1986,49 USC 2701 to 2716, and which authorizes
the licensee to operate certain commercial motor vehicles .

(7r) "Commercial driver license information system" means
the informationn system established pursuant to the federal com-
mercial motor vehiclee safety act of 1986, 49 USC 2701 to 2716,
to serve as a clearinghouse for information related to the licensing
and identification of commercial motor, vehicle drivers .

(8) "Commercial motor vehicle" means a motor vehicle
designed or used to transport passengers or property and having
one or more of'the following characteristics :

(a) The vehicle is a single vehicle with a gross vehicle weight
rating of 26,001 or more pounds or the vehicle's registered weight
or actual gross weight is more than 26,000 pounds .

(b) The vehicle is a combination vehicle with a gross combina-
tion weight rating, registered weight or actuall gross weight of
26,001 or more pounds inclusive of a towed unit with a gross vehi-
cl e weight r ating, registered weight or actual gross weight of more
than 10,000 pounds ;

(c) The vehicle is designed to transport or is actually transport-
ing the driver and 15 or more passengers . . If' the vehicle is
equipped with bench type seats intended to seat more than one per-
son, the passenger carrying capacity shall be determined under s ..
340 01 (31) or, if the vehicle is a school bus, by dividing the total
seating space measured in inches by 13 :

'(a) Marked crosswalk. Any portion of 'a highway clearly indi-
cated for pedestrian crossing by signs, lines or other markings on
the surface; or

(b) Unmarked crosswalk. In the absence of signs, lines or
markings, that part of a roadway, at an intersection, which is
included within the transverse lines which would be formed on
such roadway by connecting the corresponding lateral lines of the

(1 8p) "Flood damaged vehicle" means any motor vehicle that
is not precluded from subsequent registration or titling and which
is damaged by flood to the extent that the estimated or, actual cost,
whichever is greater, of repairing the vehicle exceeds 70% of its
fair market value..

(18r) "Forward" means send by mail: or furnish by another
mode of transmission approved by the department,

(19) "Fusee" means a paper or, fiber, tube filled with a flamma-
ble material which, when ignited, burns with a red flame for 5 to
30 minutes and which is designed to produce a warning light for
temporarily marking a disabled vehicle until more permanent
warning devicescan be properly placed .

(19g) "Gross combination weight rating" means the value
specified by the manufacturer- as the loaded weight of 'a combina-
tion or articulated vehicle in the absence of 'a value specified by
the manufacturer ; the gross combination weight rating is deter-
mined by adding the gross vehicle weight rating of'the power' unit
and the total weight of the towed unit and any load carried

(19r) "Gross vehicle weight rating" means the value specified
by the vehicle manufacturer, including secondary or final stage
manufacturer, as the loaded weight of a vehicle,

(20) "Gross weight" means the weight of the vehicle equipped
for service plus the weight which the vehicle is carrying as a load .

(21) "Headlamp" means a-major lighting device used to pro-
vide general illumination ahead of a vehicle

(22) "Highway" means all public ways and thoroughfares and

feet .

bility for performing work ,

(15t') "Endorsement" means an authorization to an operator's
license required to permitt the operation of certain vehicles ,

(15s) "Energy emergency" means a peri od of disruption of
energy supplies which poses a ser i ous risk to the economic well-
being, health or welfare of the citizens of this state , as certified by
executive order of thee governor.

(15v) "Fair market value" means the value of a vehicle that
takes into account the condition of the vehicle immediately before
the damage occurred and which has been determ ined by reliable

pounds that is owned or leased and operated by a farmer , and used
p rimar i ly for' the transportation of supplies, farm equipment and
products on the owner's farm or between his or her farms, the
transportation of' f'arm products fr om the owner's farm to market,
and the transportation of supplies to his or her farm .

(29) "Mobile home" means a vehicle designed to be towed as
a single unit or in sections upon a highway by a motor vehicle and
equipped and used or intended to be used, primarily for human
habitation, with walls of " rigid uncollapsible . construction . . A
mobile home exceeding statutory size under s . .348 . . 07 (2) shall be
considered a primary housing unit . . A mobile home not exceeding
the statutory size under s .

(a) A bicycle-type vehicle with fully operative pedals for pro-
pulsion by human power , and an engine certif ied by the manuf'ac-
turer, aat not more than 50 cubic centimeters or an equivalent power
unit.;

(b) A Type 1 motorcycle with an automatic transmission and
an engine certified by the manufacturer at not more than 50 cubic
centimeters or ' an equivalent power unit .

(30) "Motor bicycle" means a bicycle to which a power unit
not an integral part of the vehicle has been added to permit the
vehicle to travel at a speed of' not more than 30 miles per hour with
a 150-pound rider- on a dry, level, hard surface with no wind and
having a seat for the operator .

(31) "Motor bus'," means a motor vehicle designed primar i ly
for- the transportation of persons rathe r than property andd having
a ' passenger-catYying capacity of 16 or more persons, including
the operator'. . Passenger-carrying capacity shall be determined by
dividing by 20 the total seating space measured in inches .

(32) "Motorcycle" means a ;motor vehicle, excluding a tractor
or an all-terrain vehicle, which is capable of speeds in excess of
30 miles per hour with a 150-pound rider on a dry, level, hard sur-
face with no wind, with a power source as an integral part of' the
vehicle, and which meets the conditions under par (a) or (b) :

(a) Type 1 is a motor vehicle which meets either of ' the follow-
ing conditions :

1 . Is designed and built with 2 wheels in tandem and a seat for
. the operator, and may be modified to have no more than 3 wheels
by at tachi ng a` sidecar to one side of ' the wheels in tandem without

(23r) "Identification number" means the numbers, letters or
