Executive Order No. 89

WHEREASz Article y, Section 6 of the Wisconsin Constitution vests in the
Governor the exclusive and diseretionary power to grant pardons, commutations and
reprieves; and

WHEF{EAS, Executive Order No. 6 prescribes procedures for executive clemeney,
and some eclarification of those procedures is necessary;

NOW, THEREFORE, IT IS ORDERED THAT Executive Order No. 6 is amended
as follows:

1. Seetion 1.03(4) is amended to read:

The Governor shall appoint one member from his staff who shall chair the
Beard. The Chair shall vote when there are fewer than four members present.

2. Section 1.04(1)(c) is amended to read:
All applications which are complete shall be reviewed at the next hearing after
their- completion, provided the applications were completed at least one month
in advance of the hearing date.

3. Section 1.04(1)e) is amended to read:

Three members, one of whom must be the Chair, constitute a quorum for
hearings or executive action by the Board.

4. Seation 1.05(1)(b) is deleted and 1.05(1)is:

These rules shall govern all applieations for any form of clemency by any person.

5. Seetion 1.05 (6) is created to read: Limitations(6)
{a) No applicant may be considered more than once in an 18 month period.

(b) No spplicant may Dbe considered before one year from the date of his or
her sentencing.
