WHEREAS, despite overall improvement in the economy and steadi ly 
increasing construction levels, there are still too few quality, 
afford.able housing units in many parts of Wisconsin; and 

WHEREAS, many of the state's existing housing grant and loan 
programs are .underutt l tzed either because potential appl icants lack the 
technical knowledge to apply for funding or because potential applicants 
do not know such programs exist; and 

WHEREAS,at least nine state agenci esand s tx federal agencies are 
involved in regulation of housing or home own~rship and rental assistance 
programs; and 

WHEREAS, prJ or to creation of the Di vi s1on of Hous i ng withi n the 
Department of Administration in 1989 Act 31, no state agency was 
designated to give overall focus to state housing policy; 

NOW, THEREFORE, I, TOMMY G. THOMPSON, Governor of the State of 
Hiscons t n, by the authority vested 1n me by the Constituti on and the laws 
of this State, and specifically by Wisconsin Statute section 14.019, do 
hereby:

..	 provide findings and recommendations about whether any of the
 
programs or activities identHied should be consolidated in
 
the newly created Division of Housing within the Department
 
of Administration.
 

2.	 1J1rect the Housing Policy Task Force, in its development of 
findings and recommendations, to examine: 

..	 fragmentation of state housing operations and the effects of
 
thi s , both pos i tive and negative, on the publ ic and state
 
government;
 

..	 improvements in effi ci ancy and effectivenes~ which coul.d be
 
gained by consolidation of current state houslng programs,
 

..	 the future role of the State Division of Housing with respect
 
to current state housing programs.
 



3.	 Membership of the Housing Policy Task Force shall consist of: 

One member of the Senate, recommended by the Senate* 
President, and appointed by the Governor; 

... One member of the Senate, recommended by the Senate Minority 
leader,	 and appointed by the Governor; 

...	 One member of the As sembl y. recommend ed by the Speaker of the 
Assembly, a.ndappointed by the Governor; 

...	 One member of the Assembly, . recommended by the Assembly 
Minority Leader, and appointed by the Governor; 

...	 Six public members to be appointed by the Governor • 

4.	 Direet that thechai rman of the Task Force be appol nted by the 
Governor. 

5.	 Direct the Task Force to present to the Governor a written report 
of its findings and recommendations by December 31, 1990. 

6.	 Direct the Administrator of the Division of Housing, Department of 
AdministraHon to provide staff resources and pay the of 
the Task Force. 

7.	 D1 rect state agenc; es 
programs or activities to 
Task. Force and des i gnate 
requested.
