AN ACT relating to: the expenditure of $12,807,111 from the general fund in

payment of a claim against the state made by Integrity Grading and

Excavating, Inc.

Analysis by the Legislative Reference Bureau

This bill directs expenditure of $12,807,111 from the general fund in payment
of a claim against the Department of Transportation by Integrity Grading and
Excavating, Inc.  The claimant entered into a contract with DOT to perform work on
DOT project 6992-09-82/83/85/86/87/88.  The claimant claimed $12,807,111,
representing its costs to perform this work.  The Claims Board has not made a
recommendation on this claim.

The people of the state of Wisconsin, represented in senate and assembly, do
enact as follows:

SECTION 1.0Claim against the state.  There is directed to be expended from

the appropriation under s. 20.505 (4) (d) $12,807,111 as payment of a claim against

the state brought by Integrity Grading and Excavating, Inc., Schofield, WI 54476, as
