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dences of indebtedness therefor, and secure the payment of such 
loan by the mortgage, pledge, transfer in trust, or hypothecation 
of any or all of the property and assets of such delinquent bank. 

SEcrioN 2. This act shall take effect upon passage and pub-
lication.

CHAPTER 20. 

AN ACT to create section 176.46 of the statutes, relating to the 
manufacture and sale of unadulterated apple cider. 

The people of the state of Wisconsin, represented in senate and 
assembly, do enact as follows: 

SECTION 1. A new section is added to the statutes to read: 
176.46 UNADULTERATED CIDER, MANUFACTURE AND SALE LEGAL. 

Nothing in this chapter shall be construed to affect the manufac-
ture of unadulterated apple cider or the sale thereof. 

SECTION 2. This act shall take effect upon passage and pub-
lication.
