An Act to amend an act entitled ¢ An Act to incoryorate the city of Kenosha »
approved Feb 8,1851. Chap 65.

The People of the State of Wisconsin represented in Senate
and Assembly do enact as follows :

Secrron 1. Section thirty-seven, of the act to which this
act is amendatory, is hereby amended so as to read as follows :
For the discharge of any debt against said city, or expenditure .
authorized by the City Council, under the provisions of this act,
or ordinance of said city, or to defray the current expenses of
said city, the City Council shall have power to levy and collect
annually a tax onall such real and personal property or capital
of any kind within said ecity, subject to taxation by the laws of
this State for the time being : Provided, That said tax shall not
in the aggregate exceed one per centum on the assessed valua-
tion of said property : And provided also, That this act shall
not affect in any manner any tax already levied, or the collec-
tion thereof, or the sale of any lots or lands sold or to be sold
for the non- pa.yment of such tax.
