Secrion 1. That Henry J. Elliot, his heirs or assigns, May xeep terry.
shall have the right and privilege, for the period of five
vears, of keeping and maintaining a ferry across the Fox
River, in the village of Delhi, in the county of Winne-
bago.

Sec. 2. Such ferry shall be subject to such regulations How reguated.
as other ferries according to law fixing the rates of toll in
the manner in which licensed ferries shall be kept and at-
tended, and no ferry shall be licensed within two miles of
the point where said ferry shall be cstablished.

Src. 8. The said Henry J. Elliot shall be entitled for Rates of ferriage
crossing any vehicle drawn by two horses or oxen, twenty
cents ; for every additivnal horse or ox, five cents; for any
vehicle drawn Ly one horse, fifteen cents; for a single
horse, ten cents ; for a foot passenger, five cents, providing
that hogs and sheep shall not Le charged more than at the
rate of two cents per head.
