AN ACT concerning Railroad Companies.
Published, April 22, 1854.

The people of the State of Wisconsin represented in
Senate and Assembly do enact as follows:

§ 1. The directors of every railroad company organized,
Directon of _  or which may be organized under any legislative enact-
ayauthorized o ment of this state, shall have power, and they are hereby
::;ﬁ:ﬁ:,;’;}f authorized to increase the capital stock of their respect-
ive companies to an amount equal to, and not exceeding
the entire cost of the road of such company, including
the stocking and equipment thereof. And it shall not be
necessary to make such increase at one time, but the same
may be done by resolution at different times, as need or
occasion may require.
§ 2. Nojudge of any circuit or county court, before
Nojudgotobe whom any suit or matter shall be pending in which any
lqﬂl! ed from . . b} . .
sitting in suits to Tailroad company is a party, shall Dbe disqualified from
I:".";',".,‘i;'ﬁ’f:,"n’.. sitting as a judge in such suit or matter, or from hearing,
heseseok-  trying and deciding the same, for the reason that suc
judge is a stockholder in such railroad company.
§ 3. This act shall be printed by the state printer im-
mediately upon the passage thereof, and when so publish-
ed shall take effect and be in full force.
