The People of the State of Wisconsin, represented in Senate 
and Assembly, do enact as follows : 

2listrbtfillo.  l for SECTION 1. The attorney general hereafter to be 
elected or appointed, shall receive a salary of two 
thousand dollars per annum, to be paid in quarterly 
payments, which shall be in full for all his services, 
both as attorney general and as a member of the board 
of commissioners of school and university lands ; and 
the sum of two thousand dollars is hereby annually 
appropriated out of any money in the treasury, for the 
payment of such salary.

entitled "Of grand and petit jurors," is hereby amended 
by inserting the words "greater or" before the word
