is hereby appropriated a sum of money sufficient to pay
said warrants.

SecrroN 4. This act shall take effect and be in force
from and after its passage.

CHAPTER 284.

AN ACT to provide for issuing patents on swamp lands.

The people of the state of Wisconsin, represented in senate
and assembly, do enact as follows :

SgorroN 1. The laws now in foree for the issuing of Application of
patents or deeds to the purchasers of school and uni-
vergity lands, are hereby declared to extend to the
conveyance of swamp and overflowed lands, so far as
they are applicable thereto.
