AN ACT to authorise certain counties therein named, to aid in the 
construction of a railroad from Tomah to Lake Bt. Croix, by the 
Tomah and Lake St. Croix railroad company. 

The people of the state of Wisconsin, represented in sen-
ate and assembly, do enact as follows:
