The people of the state of Wisconsin, represented in senate
and assembly, do enact as follows :

There shall be levied and collected for $200000 may be
the year 1864, a special state tax of two hundred thou- ™***
sam{ dollars, or so much thereof as the governor, sec-
retary of state and state treasurer, or a majority of
them, may deem necessary to be levied and collected,
which shall be placed in the war fund for the uses and
purposes set forth in chapter one hundred and seven-
teen of the general laws of 1864.

AN ACT to change the time for holding the terms of the circuit court
in the county of Marathon.

The people of dhe stale of Wisconsin, represented in sen-
ate and assembly, do enact as follows :

Termehaoged.  SECTION 1. Tho time of holding the circuit court
in the county of Marathon, in the seventh judicial cir-
cuit, is hereby changed from the last Monday in August,
to the third Monday in August, in each year.

&e. ccedings made returnable to the circunit court of said
county, shall be considered and deemed to be return-
able to the term of said court as fixed by this act; and
