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managers they may deem said child an improper sub-
ject for their care and management, or who shall be 
found incorrigible, or whose continuance in the school 
they may deem prejudicial to the management and dis-
cipline thereof, or who in their judgment ought to be re-
moved from such school for any cause ; and in such 
case said court, police justice or other authority shall 
have power and are hereby required to proceed as they 
might hate done, had they not ordered the commitment 
to such school. • 

SEartoN 3. All acts or parts of acts inconsistent 
with the provisions of this act, are hereby repealed. 

SECTION 4. This act shall take effect and be in force 
from and after its passage.
