the respective secretaries and treasurers; and each of joBs7 aunual
said companies shall, on or before the day aforesaid, per mile.
pay to the treasurer of this state, for the use of the
state, a sum equal to fifty cents per mile of said line,
which shall be in full of all taxes of every description
upon said companies and upon the stocks thereof.

SectioN 2. This act shall take effect and be en-
forced from and after its passage and publication.
