SECTION 1. Section eighty-one of chapter one hund- Jud gment to be 
red and thirty-four of the revised statutes is hereb y ;elariens forthree 
amended, by adding at the end of said section the fol-
lowing: "provided, that in all cases such judgment 
shall remain a lien and charge upon such lands for 
the purpose above stated, to the end of three full years 
after any levy and sale under which contribution is 
claimed."
