may enforce the same by attachment against said logs
or timber in the circuit court of the proper county upon
the conditions and in the manner prescribed by chapter
130 of the revised statutes, entitled ‘of proceedings
against debtors by attachment,’ so far as the same can
be made applicable thereto, and not therein otherwise
provided. Before any attachment shall be executed,
the petitioner or claimant or some one in his behalf
shall make and annex thereto an affidavit stating that
the defendant named therein is indebted to the plaint-
iff, (being the claimant or petitioner,) and specifying
the amount of such indebtedness, as near as may be,
over and above all legal set-offs; and such affidavit
shall also show that such indebtedness is due for or
accrued for such labor or services on logs or timber as
entitles the plaintiff to a lien thereon, describing the
logs and timber; and such affidavit shall also state that
the plaintiff has filed his petition or statement for a
lien. No other affidavit shall be necessary to author-
ize the issuing of a writ of attachment.”

AN ACT to provide for the appraisal of certain lands in Marathon
county.

The people of the state of Wisconsin, represenied in senale
and assembly, do enact as follows :

Commissioners SECTION 1. The commissioners of school and uni-
Tooatoent  versity lands are hereby authorized to appoint two
responsible and trust-worthy persons to act as ap-
Braisers of the lands deeded to the state of Wisconsin

y Marathon county, in accordance with the provisions
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of chapter 22 of the general laws of 1867, which ap-
praisers so appointed, before entering upon their duties
as such, shall each take an oath or affirmation to per-
form the duties devolving upon them according to law,
and to make a just and impartial appraisement of the
value of said lands.

SecrioN 2. It shall be the duty of such ap- patyof ap-
praisers, under such instractions and forms as shall be praisers.
furnished by said commissioners, to describe the nature
and quality of said lands, the amount of improve-
ments thereon, if any, and to appraise the said lands
in subdivisions of not more than forty acres, at a fair
valuation as compared with other lands in the same
vicinity. : .

SECTION 8. The said appraisers shall receive for Their pay.
their services such reasonable compensation as may be
determined by the said commissioners of school and
university lands, and the amount certified as due by
said commissioners shall be audited by the secretary of
state aud paid out of the funds arising from the sale of
said lands, a sufficient amount of which is hereby ap-
propriated for this purpose.

SEctioN 4. Immediately npon the completion oF Retarn of ap-
the appraisal provided for in this act, the said appraisers Praissl
shall return the same to the secretary of state, with
the oath as provided in this act attached thereto; and
the said commissioners of school and university lands
shall procéed to sell the said lands at the appraised
value: provided, that none of said lands shall be sold
previous to the fifth day of March, as provided in sec-
tion 4 of chapter 22 of the general laws of 1867.

SectioN 5. This act shali take effect and be in force
trom and after its passage.
