77ze people of the state of Wisconsin, represented in senate 
and assembly, do enact a,s follows : 

SEcnoN 1. Section two of chapter twenty-six of 
the general laws of 1868, is hereby amended by strik-
ing out the word, "seven" where it occurs in said sec-
tion and inserting in lieu thereof the word, "ten." 

SECTION 2. All other acts or parts of acts conflict-
ing with this act are hereby repealed. 

SECTION 8. This act shall take effect and be in force 
from and after its passage.
