come, shall convert the same to his own’ use, he shall
be deemed guilty of embezzlement, and ‘shall be pun-
ished' in the same manner, and to the same extent as if
he bad stolen the amount so embezzled, and a neglect
or refusal to pay over such moneys on desmand-shall be
deemed prima facie evidence of his having embezzled
the same.

sound principles of economy, justice and bumanity, -

and that the relations existing between the state and

its dependent and criminal classes may become better
understood, there is hereby created a state board of
charities and reform.

SrorioN 2. The said board shall consist of five Number ana
members, who shall be appointed by the governor and terms of ofice.
shall hold theiroffices for the term of five years and
until their successors sare appointed and qualified,
except that at the first appointment, the term of one
member shall be fixed for one year, of another for two
years; of anothet for three years, of another for four
years and: of the other for five years. When an
vacancy shall ocour in the board by resignation, deat
or any other cause, the governor shall appoint a new
member to serve for the residue of the unexpired
térm. o :
