SECTION 1. Section thirty-one of chapter one hun-
dred and thirty-four of the revised statutes is hereby
amended by adding thereto the following: 11. The
property hereinbefore mentioned shall not be exempt
from attachment or execution issued upon a judgment
in an action for the purchase money of the same
property.

AN ACT to authoriza the state librarian to exchange suprema court
reports for other law books for the use of the state library.

The state librariag is hereby author-
ized to exchange Wisconsin supreme court reports for
other law books, or books that may be needed for the
state library, or sell said reports and purchase with the
prceceeds thereof such books as the said library may
stand in need of: provided, that no series of the su-
preme court reports shall be reduced by such sale or
exchange below one hundred copies, and only the re-
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ports below the twentieth volume shall be sold or ex-
changed.
SecTioN 2. This act shall take effect and be in
force from and after its passage and publication.
